HUNDREDS of rebel pupils from
a Hamsphire comprehensive school
crealed bedlam in the streets.

Police were called to control the pupils,
who claimed to be protesting at the effects
of the already bitter teachers’ dispute.

Broom Fleld, st Leigh Park, was where the
short fuse ignited.

Pupils from two other schools, Umk Park and
Wakeford, sesterday joined what turned into an
unruly mob, learlng scross school playiag flelds and
spilling o0i  into roads and gardens of nearby
residents.

A llght broke sut sl one stage between two boys —
wne cading up with & bloody nose — in a resident's

The suthority spokesman added thal sny petition
would be taken seriouwsly by the Area Education
Officer.
