Police continue to shoot people down In
black townships in South Africa. Everyday
the death toll rises, as the merchants worry
over the boycott of their shops, and the
effect of the National Union of Minework-
ers strike, due to begin on August 25th.

The 150,000 strong union demanded
that the State of Emergency be lifted In
the townships within 72 hours, this was
ignored by the State.

Meanwhile, on September 30th, SMASH
SOUTH AFRICAN BUSINESS DAY will
be taking place around the country, here.

Like Stop Business As Usual last April
30th, the SSAB day has evolved from a
frustration with normal pickets, marches,
speakers, leafletting etc and a change of
tactics from Stop the City.

Stop the City in 1984 attempted, but
was overpowered by city workers apathy
and police numbers, to disrupt the every
day exploitation of people and the planet
by the City of London Institutions such
as Banks, Stock Exchange etc.

Stop Business As Usual originating In
San Francisco spread internationally to
be a co-ordinated day to disrupt "business
as usual’. Based in local areas, and on any
groups of friends, school/workmates etc
hit and run tactics meant less arrests than
Stop the City.

Publicity for September 30th has
already begun, and many actions are to
take place before this date. The success
of the day will depend upon what you
put into it, use your imagination and we
hope you don’t get caught in the act!

OMORI FIGHTS DEATH SENTENCE

A crowd of people moved all the furniture
out in the middle of the crowded shopping
street and left banners and posters.

2 more offices, an investment company
and a company that imports Krugerands
were also attacked.

Berlin: On June 26th, between 2.00 and
2.15 in the morning the windows of ten
branches of the ‘DEUTSCHE BANK"
were smashed with stones. The Deutsche
bank gives credits to South Africa and is
involved in nearly all dirty jobs in the
world.

On July 9th, a masked group broke into
the offices of the Maersk Agency in Arhus
Denmark and poured oil over the files and
into computers. Until recently Maersk was
doing 40% of the oil transport to South
Africa. Later some people were arrested,
but were found to have no connection
with the action.

20 people chained themselves to cranes
in the harbour, holding up the unloading
of a ship full of South African coal for
several hours.

STATE TERROR
- FRENCH STYLE

By now it has been proven that the bomb-
ing of the Greenpeace ship, ‘Rainbow
Warrior’ in Aukland harbour, and the
murder of a Portuguese photographer on
board was the work of the French Secret
Service the DGSE. This was carried out
in association with members of the
special forces group, the Action Division.
What is still in question is to what level
the bombing was approved and the exact
reasons for the attack.

The French Secret Service has always
retained a strong independence from the
elected government, sometimes falling in
line, sometimes not. It's history covers
decades of collusion with the French
under-world, far-right groupings and the
international mafia. Surprisingly, despite
the austerity programmes imposed on
labour, the intelligence service has been
in opposition to the Socialists since they
attained power in 1981

After the election many DGSE files
were destroyed for fear they might get
into the wrong hands; DGSE officers
refused to serve their new political mast-
ers, some preferring to escape to the
colonies, others seeking new allegiances
until the government changed. A third
faction staved, hoping to mess things up
from within.

The Action Division was no exception
and as the elite equivalent to the British
Special Boat Squadron, it was Keen (o
retain its autonomy within the Secret
Service hierarchy

Mitterand wanted complete control
over the DGSE, not because he wished to
change their political direction, but in

40p
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order to guarantee their allegiance to him
personally. It was an Action Division
officer, Major Alain Tourand, who planted
the limpet mine on ‘Rainbow Warrior' and
he was assisted by a French Army captain,
seconded to the DGSE, Mrs Dominique
Prieur, aged 30.

POLICE PURGES

Control over the DGSE was never a perog-
ative of government, if only because of the
the structure of the Qrganisation and its
reliance on a worldwide mercenarv force
linked to organisations of the extreme
right, various emigre movements and not
forgetting the Foreign Legion.

Strongly anti-communist the French
Security Service became all-powerful in
the 1950’s right up to the mid 1960's
when it was ousted from its gibal position
by various coups organised by the CIA,
using their contacts in the fascist inter-
national. In*‘the immediate aftermath of
World War 2 the French Secret Service
depended upon its contacts and recruits
in the mafia and the underworld generally
to expand its influence. Many scandals
and purges later the same Secret Service
has hardly changed.

In the latest purge, in 1970, Pompidou
rid the service of many of its far-right
political elements, and the service became
more ‘professional’, more militarised.

Over the years it almost equalled the
CIA in its use of dirty tricks. It used to
be known as the SDECE, but its name
became SO much vqu;\lmi with corruption,

HOME NEWS

POLICE ATTACKED

In late July this year, the inner-city area
of Toxteth came into media attention as
police were attacked twice in a week. On
the first occasion, the cops had their car
speared by a fence spike and several cops
were Injured when they intervened in a
dispute over a stolen motor-bike. The top
cop Oxford, tried to keep the incident
out of the media, raising queries of police
censorship, which he could not deny.

T'he second flare-up occured when the
cops chasing a jewellery thief through
Liverpool 8 had their car stonea by locals
thus preventing them from catching the
escapee, much to Oxford’s outrage.

Less publicisea was the trouble in the
South Yorkshire town of Wombwell, on
Saturday July 27 th, when the cops tried
to arrest a youth who threw a brick at a
passing cop car. People leaving a Sports
and Social Club tried to prevent the lad
getting arrested and when police reinforce-
ments arrived so did more locals (about
200) leading to a barrage of missiles getting
thrown at the cops, cop cars damaged and
seven arrests. Charged with public order
offences, including assault and criminal
damage the seven go up before the magist-
rates at Barnsley on August 12th.

CRUISE MOVED

As predicted In an earlier Black Flag, the
Cruise missiles may well be stored at a base
far away from the public eye.

According to the Tyne & Wear Free
News No. 3, there is some evidence to now
suggest that at least one Cruise missile is
stored at SAA Hq. Pontrilas, near Abbey-
dine in Herefordshire.

Recently the base has been the subject
of structural changes: the perimeter fence
has been extended and the main gates
widened; new observation towers have
been erected; evidence of underground
silos and bunkers are clear to see; up to
£30 million is to be spent on the widening
of local roads leading to the base; and a
local villager has spotted what appeared
to be a Cruise missile launcher — very dis-
tinctive looking and much publicised —

BED AND BREAKFAST BACK-
LASH IN LUTON

In response to the new DHSS bed and
breakfast regulations which have made
many young people homeless, a B&B
Claimants Action Group was set up to
organise resistance.

The campaign started with over 40
people staging a sit-in at the local DHSS.
After a couple of hours we were removed
by the police. The manager who came In
for quite a bit of stick, later complained
to the Press ‘We tried to find a spokes-
person but they assured us they were all
there as individuals.’

Three council meetings have been
disrupted, highlights including a Tory
having a plastic bag put over his head, and
a Labour councillor getting smacked in
the face for calling a protestor ‘a
mouthy little bitch’. Unfortunately, at
the third meeting, which ended with
scuffles and flying cups of tea, one person
was arrested and charged with assaulting a
Liberal councillor. Council meetings now
take place under police protection.

After somebody was arrested for stick-
ing her fingers up at Prince Charles during
a visit to Luton, a group of us went to the
local BBC Radio offices and got them to
broadcast a short interview saying why
we opposed spending £50,000 on wining
and dining the Royal parasite.

Other activities have included a sit-in
at the local Anglia TV office, during
which a life size cardboard cut-out of TV
Adam Dalgliesh was removed and display-

ed outside with a ‘No Dole Cuts’ banner
round its neck, and leafletting DHSS
workers to persuade them not to co-
operate with the government offensive
against the unemployed.

HOUSING NUISANCE

An Asian family has succeeded in forcing
the London Borough of Tower Hamlets
to rehouse them in suitable accommodat-
ion other than the bed and breakfast
squalid accommodation they had been
forced to accept for many months. The
enforcement, backed up by a court order,
may well set a precedent in terms of how
other families are affected and in terms
of how other councils respond.

The family were forced to live in
terrible conditions in a bed and break fast
‘hotel’, along with 300 others sharing the
same inadequate conditions. The High
Court found that the ‘hotel’ broke
numerous health and hygiene regulations.
and constituted a ‘public nuisance’. A
medical officer also produced evidence
that the ‘hotel’ had allowed epidemics
of chicken pox, lice etc. to go untreated.
Nearly all the 500 families housed in bed
and breakfast accommodation are Asian.

SBAU sticker victory.

A lad nicked in Stanley for SBAU activity
(Stop Business As Usual was on April 30
and was a co-ordinated effort to do local
actions against multi-national corporations)
was let off, even though he was caught in
the act of glueing up Barclay’s Bank locks
— but as Barclays didn’t want the bad
publicity they persuaded the cops to drop
the charges against him. . .they even gave
him back his half used tube of super glue
and his stickers!

MINERS TO BE RE-INSTATED

With the dismissal of more and more court
cases against miners accused of charges of
violence, riot, etc. and the wider exposure
of the sort of dirty tactics employed by
the police at Orgreave, for example (where
mounted charges preceded the stone
throwing incidents, but was portrayed on
the media by TV journalists and in the
press by reporters the other way round)
and with charges recently dropped by an
Essex court against some Kent miners
relating to alleged violence at Wivenhoe

at the height of the strike on the basis
that the ‘climate of opinion’ has significant-
ly changed, the trend continues with the
further dismissal of charges against four
miners charged when an industrial
tribunal at Birmingham ordered the
National Coal Board to reinstate four
miners who had earlier been done for
affray.

The miners were all based at the Keresley
Colliery in Warwickshire and their dismiss-
als from employment had been based on
press reports, rather than the actual facts
surrounding the incident in question. At
th2 tribunal hearing, local strike committee
organiser, Cyril Smith explained how the
fight that broke out was nothing ta do
with intimidation of a local working
miner (as reported in the press) but
occurred after police invaded the home of
the committee chairman, Colin Ward, to
break up the meeting. The working miner
backed the story. As a result the tribunal
has ordered the NCB to reinstate the four
dismissed miners within 28 days.

SCARGILL’S SHADOW

Mr David Hunt, the junior minister respon-
sible for the coal industry, said. *“The
shadow of Arthur Scargill has cost the
coal industry dear, but that is nothing to
the price the nation would have had to
pay if Scargill had won his class war.’

HACKNEY—BLIDWORTH

FRIENDLY SCHOOL

At the end of July a group of five adults
and six children from Hackney went to
Blidworth, Nottinghamshire, for the first
meeting of the ‘Hackney-BHdworth
Friendly School’.

The aim was to give children and adults
an opportunity to renew and stréngthen
contacts that had been made during the
1984 /5 Miners’ Strike; and a chance to
acquire, develop and practise skills and
talents which normal schools smother or
ignore completely.

Children learned how to use video
equipment and cameras, wrote songs and
made music, spent hours and hours on
stories and factual accounts of their exper-
iences during the strike, made prints and
pictures, played and talked. Adults work-
ed with the children, and each other, and
a wealth of experience was written down,
which will be published (soon, we hope)
In a magazine.

The school wasn’t specifically Anarchist
— in fact it was called ‘socialist’ — but it
seemed to me to be one small step on the
way to breaking down the barriers between
‘teachers’ and ‘learners’. We tried to create
a learning environment for everyone,
where everyone was equally valued. We
didn’t succeed completely, but in two days
we made a lot of progress. About thirty
Blidworth children came on the first day,
and many of them brought their friends
on the second.

Not.all the children were from strikers’
families, though all the adults were from
either strikers or supporters. Everyone
said they’d like to do it again. The hospit-
ality we were offered was fantastic —
open house everywhere. It will be difficult
to repeat that in London, when we meet
again in October, but we’ll try.

Since its foundation in 1957, the CIRA
has built up an important library devoted
to anarchism. The library is open Tuesday
and Friday, 5pm to 8pm or by appoint-
ment. The resources of the CIRA are
available to all interested persons; the
annual subscription fee is 25 swiss

francs.

The CIRA publishes a bulletin twice
a year containing a list of the latest
acquisitions and information related to
research and libraries.

The CIRA is essentially funded by the
subscription fees (reader membership
cards) which are supplemented by donat-
ions, the sale of copies and s small subsidy
from the city of Geneva.

The CIRA is administered by a group
of benevolent collaborators and employs a
librarian part-time.

CURRENT RESEARCH

THE RESOURCES OF THE CIRA
The material in question consists of
books and pamphlets written by
anarchists, published by anarchists or
having to do in one way or another with
the movement or ideas of anarchists.

Almost everything has been given to
the CIRA by authors, editors, groups or
friends. The recent works have generally
been donated by the authors or received
by the press service.

The current periodicals, estimated
at about 120 in number, have also been
kindly sent by the editors in exchange
for the CIRA Bulletin. Earlier periodicals
(about 1500) have been donated by
groups or collectors. A certain number
of them have been acquired by exchanging

The documents categorise theses and
university works, photocopies of articles
or manuscripts, articles appearing in non-
anarchist periodicals and leaflets.

The audio-visual section is in develop-
mental stage.

HOW TO USE THE CIRA

The library has numerous catalogues :

by authors (for all books and pamphlets),
the periodicals, according to subject
matter and bio-bibliography (to be
completed soon).

The collection of the CIRA Bulletins
also constitutes a catalogue of the material
in print (books and pamphlets, some
periodical sources).

On request, the CIRA furnishes lists
of its resources according to author or
particular subjects (such as education, the
Spanish revolution, Sacco and Vanzetti,
anarchism in Latin America. .. .).

In the course of its 25 years of exist-
ence, the CIRA has also published a few
pamphlets and created its own archives
(correspondance with the entire world)
which may also be used by present
researchers.

The CIRA is also in contact with a
number of other libraries. The CIR A-
Marseille has categorised documentation
particularly in the French language,
focusing on the periodical publications,
the southern and south-western regions of

France and iconography. The other
centres of libertarian documentation
specialise in certain regions or topics. The
CIRA is a member of the IALHI
(International Association of Labour
History Institutions), which is also part
of the International Institute of Social
History in Amsterdam, housing the most
important resources on anarchism in the
world (consultation on the premises only).

In August last year, during elections

Command bunkers listed in the last Black
Flag Quarterly (named as Emergency
Police Regional HQs in ‘Preparing For
Civil War’), it is illustrated just how easy
It 1s to break into one of these strongholds.
Lippets Hill bunker in Essex, one of the
two Met. Police Emergency bunkers, is
taken as an example. During Civil, Class
or Nuclear War, Lippets Hill becomes
Scotland Yard North, with Mertsham
transformed into Scotland Yard South.
Lippets Hill, like all the other regional
police war commands, contains an extens-
Ive arms dump and a sophisticated
communications link-up to the police
emergency network as well as the Armed
Forces and Emergency Regional Govern-
ment communications network.

In addition the regional police
commands function during ‘peace time’
as training centres in emergency drill.

The Crowbar contributor advises that
getting near to the bunker is difficult as
It 1s well guarded by both patrols and dogs.
However once inside the bunker, a poss-
Ible means of attack would be to drop gas
bottles or inflammables inside the air
vents, which are clearly indicated. It may
well be likely that these emergency bunk-
ers could be equipped with gas sensitisers
and warning equipment as well as sophisti-
cated electronic sprinklers in case of fire.

Where bunkers are only occasionally
occupled, Crowbar has come up with a
possible means of breaking in. The plan
Is simply to use a 15 ton bottle jack (avail-
able from builders merchants) which
would be placed under one of the hinges
of the steel and concrete main horizontal
door. Valuable equipment could then be
taken for use by the resistance and the
bunker itself trashed.

a miner for allegedly swearing at a security
guard. Initially management refused to
even discuss the sacking. But following
the strike they agreed to negotiations.

Nevertheless they are still refusing to
re-instate. The issue was due to be discuss-
ed again at another Union/management
discussion meeting on 13th August. If
the miner stays sacked, more strike action
could well follow. The overwhelming
support for the recent walk-out shocked
the bosses and rocked their supremacy at
a pit where half of the workforce had
returned to work by the end of the
national strike. Security guards, barbed
wire, dictatorial management — the
inmates of ‘Belsen Glen’ are beginning to
rebel.

The other pit in the Lothians coalfield,
Monktonhall, was also hit by a one day
strike. Miners walked out in protest at
baseless allegations that a miners suicide
was due to harassment by former strikers.

ANTI-NUKE PROTESTORS
GET EIGHTEEN YEARS!

Using a jackhammer on property got

four protestors up to 18 years imprison-
ment. The jackhammer was used on the
concrete wall of a missile silo containing
Minuteman II's. The four were convicted
of conspiracy, destruction of property and
trespassing. Two of the four, Carl Kabat
and Woodson, got 18 years each, the two
others, Paul Kabat and Cloud-Morgan, got
10 and 8 years respectively. The four
were also ordered to pay costs of
$2.932.81, the alleged costs for the damage
done, in restitution,

The four pleaded guilty to the charges
and admitted breaking into the site, cutt-
ing power cables, smashing electrical
connections, damaging detection equip-
ment and chipping the concrete on the

largely failed.

armed combat, from the Australian
Army (Citizens Military Force), and also
train with knives and, in secret, arms,
police claim.

In a sensationalist report in the
Australian Sun Herald the police say they
photographed the women,known as
‘the Sisters’ dressed in army clothes, carry-
ing out exercises in dense bushland on the
farm. The police say the women have
been training for five years, and draw
their support from a wide range of
feminist organisations, in Sydney and
Melbourne.

The authorities say the most serious
allegation is that the women have formed
a special unit to help women take back
their children from men, by force.

The police say there is nothing they
can do, officially — there is nothing to
stop the women from training on private
property. However, police have been
using helicopters to photograph the
land, and one was quoted as saying ‘there
has been a huge upsurge in the purpose-
fulness of radical female groups, and it
is difficult to keep track of them.’ . ..
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Building Society with her three small
children and gave a note to one of the
tellers. The note explained that she was
armed and demanded money to be put
into her calico bag.

They all left, mingling with the shoppers
out in the street. The police refused to tell
the press how much she got away with, nor
were they able to confirm whether she
was actually armed or whether she was
bluffing.

The robbery made
Sydney history, as in every other robbery
case recorded, women have worked with
male accomplices.

An armed woman held up a Gold Coast
Queensland Building Society branch on
June 5th, escaping with several thousand
dollars.

Omori refused to attend the first
hearing in protest against the frame-up
and it was held in his absence. He also
went on hunger strike for a short time In
solidarity with 8 ‘East Asian Anti-Japan
Armed Front’ members arrested on May
19 1975 and charged with plotting to
assassinate Emperor Hiro Hito. This first
trial dragged on until March 29 1983
when District Court Judge Mitsunori
Shojima sentenced Omori to death.
Omori missed hearing the death sentence
read out because he had earlier tried to
punch Judge Shojima in the face after he
read out the guilty verdict and had to be
removed from the court. Shojima said
Omori was a threat to society and deserv-
ed to die and was smiling when he read
out the death sentence.

Omori appealed against his sentence
and the case was taken to Sapporo’s High
Court in June 1984. This second trial is
still to be completed (for details see

Black Flag No. 137)although it’s very likely

that Omori will be found guilty again. If
this happens the case will go to the
Supreme Court where a final decision will
be made behind closed doors. If Omon

Is found guilty a third time he will be
executed in about two years from now.

WHY WAS OMORI FOUND
GUILTY

The first thing you notice about the first
trial is the complete lack of evidence
against Omori. Unfortunately, in Japan,
If a Judge feels a defendant is gullty he
can ignore any evidence (or lack of it)

and convict. Judge Shojimi had a particular

dislike for Omori, even before Omori tried
to punch him! During the 13th hearing

of the first trial Omori said he fully
upported the bombing, although at the
same time he reasserted his Innocence.

pictures a few days later and (surprise,
surprise!) this second set of photo-fit
pictures resemble Omori and his friend
Kato. Fortunately, the court rejected
the second set of photo-fit pictures
because the police couldn’t prove they
were made before Omori was arrested.
Omori’s lawyers don’t doubt that the
police faked the second set of pictures
after Omori was arrested. Fukii’s testi-
mony took a further blow during the
second trial when a new witness for the
defence testified that there was nothing
suspicious on the first floor of the
government office even at 8.40am (Fujii
claims that the suspicious men entered
the building at 8.20am).

Whereas Kato tyas an alibi on the day
of the bombing (he was working as a

day labourer in Akashi City near Osaka),
Omori does not. Omori said in court ‘I

went to work on March 1 (the day before
the bombing) and I came back to my

room on the second floor of Mr Ninomiya’'s

house at around 1.30am on the morning

of March 2 and went to bed. I got up at
around 8.50am.’

Omori’s landlords, Mr and Mrs
Ninomiya testified that if Omori had left
the house early in the morning they
would have easily heard him leave. They
would also have noticed if his car was not
there, outside. They said ‘there was only
one day Mr Omori didn’t come back and
that was a stormy day in January or

‘The best picture of Omori so far’.

February.’

Other evidence brought forward by
the Prosecutor included 4 witnesses who
claimed they saw Omori and Kato buy a
‘tape-writer’ (similar to a type-writer) like
the one used to write the communique
found after the bombing. (Remember:
Kato has an alibi on the day of the bomb-
ing). The Prosecutor also suggested that a
hand written symbol at the end of the
communique could have been written by
Omori and that because Omori didn’t have
a fire-extinguisher at home (who does?)
then he must have used it to make a bomb
bomb! (Other even more ridiculous evid-
ence was put forward but it’s too insignif-
icant to repeat here.)

SUPPORT FOR OMORI

Omori Support groups exist in Tokyo,
Kyvoto, Osaka and Sapporo. There are 5
lawyers involved in the case. The level
of public interest in Japan is reported to
now be fairly low, although all the daily
newspapers came to the unanimous
decision that Omori was innocent! Inter-

national support has been considerable too,

with Japanese Embassies being picketed
all around the world (including London)
In France last year a Sony factory and a
car showroom specialising in Japanese
models were bombed simultaneously In
solidarity with the Free Omori campaign

The government is today (July 24th)
debating the granting of the Civil War
patrimonies to the various political and
regional groupings who had their funds
and property seized by Franco.

The CNT-AIT stands to gain 252
separate premises, among other assets
(at the moment the CNT-AIT has its
Back to the wall financially, able to
afford only a few premises; the granting
of their legacy would give them an
enormous boost and the kind of means
currently enjoyed by their two main
‘rivals’, the socialist and communist
unions). The granting of the inheritance
Is hindered by the existence of another
group calling itself the CNT, consisting
mainly of socialist and communist union
members/supporters and with a mystery
source of ample funds.

This group, known as the CNT' Reno-
vadas or — in Catalonia — the CNT de
Catalunya, has made itself something of
an irritating bore in the anarchist move-
ment around the world but to the CNT-
AIT ia a threat, despite the absurdity of
the false CNT’s claims and actions: the
false CNT print posters looking as much
as possible like those of the CNT-AIT,
organise meetings on the same themes
and at the same times as those of the
CNT-AIT, and issue press releases in the
name of the CNT without making it
clear ‘which’ CNT it is.

Three quick examples of the confusion
which this can lead to:

1. One of the recently evicted squatters
told me that the CNT had approached
them but had been rejected because they
seemed bureaucratic and ‘after something’
only recently I found out that it had been
the false CNT who had been involved, as
they had a small group of supporters in
the same area as the squat. Later the CNT-
AlIT sent them a letter offering any kind
of support they wished and of course
that too was rejected on the grounds of
"What, that lot again?’ Not familiar with
the details of anarcho-syndicalist politics
the squatters assumed it was the same
organisation.

2. In a recent issue of the Soli —
Catalan CNT-AIT paper — a letter appear-

MEXICO
LPG EXPLOSION — A WARNING!

At Bhopal, the Indian Government plans
to install Hindustan Insecticides Ltd, when
Union Carbide leaves. Under national lib-
eration, anti-imperialist, anti-colonial
‘revolutions’ even Bolshevik (Marxist-
LL.eninist) ones the trend is that national
companies are more ‘progressive’ than the
multi-national ‘reactionary’ ones. In reality
and not nationalist ideology land the ‘local’
bosses often turn out no better than the
‘foreigners’ when it comes to profiteering,

ignoring safety of workers or local residents.

AL 5.42 in the morning of Monday, 19th
November, 1984 at Ixhuatepec 0.5 on the
Richter scale was measured on seismograph-
ic equipment at the University of Mexico
on the south side of Mexico city. It was not
an earthquake that shook up the scale but
the explosion of a huge store of Liquid
Petroleum Gas (LPG), mostly propane.

Officially 500 people died (locals say
many more) and some 7,000 were injured.
PEMEX, the State oil company ran the gas
complex, and it was a leak from a pipe on
the PEMEX site which started the disaster.

The Netherlands organisation for
Applied Scientific Research has just pub-
lished a report which accuses the PEMEX
company of being at fault, which they of
course deny. A Mexican enquiry, slow to
start has still not yet reported on the dis-
aster. Britain's Health & Safety Executive
which oversees several huge stores of LPG
including the biggest at Canvey Island In
Essex, has scientists looking into the Dutch
report.

A huge migration of people seeking

ed from a post-office worker, Jordi Cadie-
mo, complaining about how the bureau-
cratic manosuvres of his own union, the
Communist CCOO, aided by the ‘CNT’,
had sold out him and his fellow workers
over a salary increase; he wanted to know
why the ‘CNT" had also helped break up
the strike organised to back up the claims.

should anyone disobey — check the
letter from Jordi Cadierno, not a CNT-
AIT affiliate, in Soli 160 May 1985.
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SOLIDARIDAD OBRERA

The Soli, Solidaridad Obrera, that is, has
been coming out every fortnight or so
since the death of the dictator. Before and
during the Civil War, it was a daily. It’s
printed by the CNT-AIT, as mentioned.
In March this year, the other lot (ves,
the Renovadas) printed their own version
of the same paper — same well-known
title heading — and heralded it as the
emergence after many years of silence of
the well-known anarchist paper etc. There
was no mention of the fact that theSoli
had already been on newstands month
after month for eight years and already

had a faithful reader ship (nor was there

work in Mexico City led to 10,000 former
peasants living in makeshift houses as close
as 130 metres from the LPG store. Most
people in Mexico City cook on propane
stoves. Gas from oil refineries in the oil
state of Tabasco (600 kilometres away) is
brought liquified to reduce its volume,
stored at Ixhuatepec, and then distributed
by tanker from two neighbouring bottling
plants.

PEMEX installations are dangerous
places normally — 89 people died & hund-

reds more were injured in four separate
Incidents in the months before the huge
November explosion.

It 1s concluded that high pressure over-
whelmed the relief valve system, causing !
the leak. Thus a design fault when under
stress at full capacity operation was clearly
responsible! The designers and safety check
system like at Bhopal were streamlined to
achieve profits and inevitably disaster.
Further poor design was shown by the ease
with which the LPG tanks ruptured.

Fireballs raged through the streets for
about an hour and a half and continued at
the plant for much longer fed by ruptured
pipes. Videos of the fireballs showed them
to be between 200-300 metres in diameter
lasting for about 20 seconds; these fireballs
destroyed 200 homes, built mostly of wood
cardboard and sheets of metal.

Before emergency services arrived at the
disaster site refugees were at the Indios
Verdes subway station. There was no real
organised evacuation — most people simply
headed for the surrounding hills.

Within 36 hours, coffins containing the
remains of 300 victims were dumped into
2 great holes, each 150 metres long dug in
into the hillside of the Caracoles Cemetary.
Only 20 victims were identified. The
bereaved of Bhopal stand a chance of
winning compensation from the Union
Carbide ( American) Corporation — the
bereaved of Mexico do not even have an
official record that their relatives were
Killed,

any mention of the CNT-AIT, nor were
there any references to anarchy, not even
so much as a wee @-sign).

The phony Soli had a print run of
2,000 for the whole of Spain (the original
Soli runs 3,700 for Catalonia alone) and
very probably — if format, paper and the
lettering are anything to go by — was done
on the presses of the liberal/monarchist
daily called Diario 16 ; it wasn’t distribut-
ed outside the Renovadas’ premises: not
one copy has appeared on a newstand.
They haven’t printed another issue and in
mid-July the designer of the logo gave the
CNT-AIT exclusive rights over its use, so
the false Soli can’t appear again in its
first and last guise.

In late June, the CNT-AIT won a case
against the Renovadas, prohibiting them

to use the CNT initials with the same logo.
The Renovadas have to pay 250,000 ptas

(£1,500) to their lawyer. No doubt they
will find the money somehow.

This promises to be one definitely
worth going to. Full details as soon as
the schedule is worked out in detail.

A lot of people
have gone to the coast for the summer
work which is ten hours a day but well
paid. The local punks (the real ones who
live from day to day) have got suntans
and the cafe crowds stay up later and
later and the super-rich have flown the
coop. Everywhere you see kids, seeing
as how the schools are winding up for
August and letting them play freely on
the boulevards and beaches.

Spain has entered the Common Mark-

t. . .the first noticeable change will be
that alcohol will go up three hundred
per cent and tobacco —even the cheap
tobacco — two hundred and fifty per
cent. Thus for ordinary people, the last
affordable consolations in an increasingly
expensive country will be made luxuries
at one blow — this is more serious than
it at first sounds: apart from the fact
that it is almost impossible to imagine
daily life here without the traditional
coffee-cognacs and cold beers and the
Ducados cigarettes, one of the few alter-
natives open to people who've been laid
off has been to open a small bar.

The Trade Union Solidarity Group have

The Union Carbide Employees Union,
a coalition of trade union and community
groups drew up an alternative plan to pro-
duce overalls, tools, medical equipment for
victims of the gas attack (ie. respiiators)
and a soyva bean protein food (soya beans
are grown In the area). They want Union
Carbide to hand over the premises and pro-
vide a lump sum for investment in alter-
native production at the former gas plant.

2,000 at least and as many as 10,000
are assessed to have died. 100,000 people
are officially registered as missing. Severe
respiratory damage means many have gas-
affected symptoms which prevent them
working, and from carrying out daily tasks
necessary for survival.

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IDISINFORMATIONJI COLLABORATION |

The latest on the scene of US private
spook firms comes under the fashionable
sounding name of an ‘information
boutique’. Strictly speaking the informat-
lon boutique 1s in the business of supply-
Ing hard data to other agencies, but using
news gathering as a cover for more
dubious activities.

Of course this sort of thing has been
going on for vears. In the old days the
onus was put on the government inform-
ation departments to supply black propa-
ganda and cover. The old IRD (Information
Research Department) in the post-World
War Il functioned in this way as a clear-
ing house for Britain’s state propaganda
employing ‘journalists’ to knock up
stories and supply them as ‘exclusives’.

It also worked the other way around with
real journalists working closely with IRD
and in addition providing cover for
spooks. The situation today is no differ-
ent except that it has proliferated, while
In the States the private sector has moved
IN_ In a big way

in Britain the journalists union
recently took strike action because of
censorship by the government in co-
operation with the BBC whereby a TV
documentary on the north of Ireland was
refused air time. But no such strike
action was ever taken by journalists In
the case of the 12 month long bias applied
to the Miners Strike. Journalists, like
many of their trade union colleagues,
asuaged thelr guilt by limiting their support
to welfarism (much needed, but only as
a starter). Censorship in practice to many
journalists 1s an attack on theilr precious
ego, rather than a concerted and contin-
uous management of information, which
1s reality. During the miners strike, there
was limited strike action by Fleet Street
printers and there were many other

attempts by the print workers to provide
solidarity, but on the whole the journal-
ists acquiesced

The recent strike over the BBC/Govern-

ment censorship has helped the journal-
1sts retain a degree of credibility and help
sustain the myth in part amongst some
segments of the population that censor-

ship has been defeated

3ut apart from how news iIs written,

the source of that news 1s the other side

ing sophisticationof hi-tech news gather-
Ing and dissemination, many newspapers
rely considerably on international news
agencies for the initial input. Associated
Press, Reuters, etc. are immediate
examples. When we learn from a Guardian
report, for example, attributed, say, to
AP (Associated Press), that a recent bomb-
ing has been claimed by the guerrilla
group, the Red Army Fraction, it could
well be true, but their is little immediate
means of establishing that information.
According to Philip Agee, the CIA
dissident, the CIA used agents in several
press agencies to mount fictitious
campaigns, in the name of communist
insurgents, in order to create the requir-
ed backlash.

Nor is disinformation tied down
merely to the capitalist press or even to
centre-right sources. Notwithstanding the
far more blatant and total disinformation
techniques of the Eastern bloc media, in
the West 1t 1s feasible to take nearly any
paper, right, centre, left or non-aligned,
and you can find disinformation. Trendy
‘left’ publications such as Time Out are
no exception, often revealing their
gullibility for the sensational radical.

No paper can be immune from such
criticism, if only that the sources of
information operate from their own
parameters.

On the international front, a new
source of ‘white’ propaganda l.e., raw
data) 1s the Oxford based Oxford
Analytica, which provides electronic
news analysis to business and other
subscribers around the world. Oxford
Analytica was set up by an ex-Nixon
aide and charges its subscribers a hefty
$2,000 a month rental time — obviously
a pretty exclusive service. Oxford
Analytica describes itself as an informat-
ion boutique and provides its subscribers
with daily analyses on matters concerning
defence, wars, international updates,

economic developments, etc.

To a certain extent the service provid-
ed by Oxford Analytica is analogous
to that provided by those companies
specialising in Risks. Risks is a combinat-
ion of economic analysis and security
backup, provided through specialised

consultancies, some of whom operate
closely with governments or government

It 1s worth looking at previous ‘scientif
ic’ and ‘medical’ facts once taken for grant
ed. Fifty years ago, it was still possible for
shock stories about masturbation to be put
over to adolescents. It caused blindness or
deafness; it led to insanity; it weakened the
Kidneys; it was even blamed for syphilitic
infection! Today nobody believes these
stories. Indeed, the word ‘wanker’ has
become popularly synonymous with harm
less Ineffectuality

Incest was for years believed to cause
degeneration, especlally mental degenerat

agencies.

In the States the Risk business employs
many ex-government officials and/or
government ministers as paid consultants.
For example William Colby, the ex-
Director of the CIA, is now a part-time
consultant for a company calling itself
International Business and Government
Counsellors Inc. Other Risk type consult-
ants include Richard Helms (another
ex-CIA Director) and Alexander Haig
(former Secretary of State and NATO
Supreme Allied Commander). They use
their expertise in the Risk business not
only to advise government and businesses
around the world as to what is really
going on behind the scenes but also how
to invest and plan their economic fore-
casts based on, for example, inside know-
ledge (supplied by contacts in the Intelli-
gence Services and central government,
etc.). It goes without saying that they
also earn huge sums of money for provid-
ing this expertise.

One Risk company, Business Envinon-
ment Risk Information (BERI), success-
fully predicted the assassination of Anwar
Sadat of Egypt, and the Iran/Iraqi.War,
and advised their customers well in advance
in order that investment changes could
be made.

Another Risk area is that of advising
governments on policy in order to help
financial projections. On this basis wars
are created, new conflicts established,
anti-labour laws enacted, etc. In this
way, firms such as Aims of Industry, or
associations such as the CBI or the
Institute of Directors play their part in
determining government policy in order
to protect their membership.

On the security front Risk companies
provide insurance and advice against
potential or actual emergencies (e.g.
terrorism, insurrection, revolution, hi-
Jackings, wars, etc). This can range from
providing projections supplied by the
various security services to providing actual
physical protection. Henry Kissinger now
runs such a business and among his staff
are Lawrence Eagleburger and William
Rodgers, both former under Secretaries
of State. In Britain Edward Heath is
involved in the same line of business,
working for an outfit known as IRIS
(International Reporting and Information
Systems), a US based organisation that

pays him an annual salary of £100,000
for his patronage and advice.

ion in the children of incestual relations.
How two perfectly healthy people could
produce an unhealthy offspring as a result
of the sexual union, and for that reason
only, is explicable only by appeals to
Divine intervention. In fact, the story
relating to first cousins producing mentally
disturbed offspring originates from the

ban on union without the consent of the
Pope. With the consent of the Pope, such
results did not occur (he was even prepared
to grant it to the King of Spain relating to
his half-sister)! In England, marriages of
first cousins were only permitted by Act
of Parliament, which prevented the dis-
turbing consequences of physical degen-
degeneracy.

Of course in modern society only those
fairly mentally backward copulate with
their brothers and sisters, so that genetic
characteristics on both sides are more
likely to occur than if only one genetic
source were concerned.

But laking the history of wild stories
of masturbation and incest, accepted In
their time as true, we can see there 1s con-
siderable room for doubt on the story of
AlDS as presented in the press.

It appears more as a parable on the
guilty being punished — and is so presented
by fundamentalists — than as objective
scientific evidence.

Other less well known outfits include
Cassidy-Davis Ltd (insurance) who work
with Control Risks Ltd (who provide the

action) — a London based company. This
firm specialises in anti-terrorist kidnaps,
providing insurance and security. It is
run by an ex-SAS man, Richard Turle. It
also includes, on a consultancy basis,
Richard Clutterbuck, a government
expert on terrorism, and General Frank
King (retired).

Risks and information agencies
around the world now emply a growing
number of government and military
experts as well as financial experts to
advise on news and sometimes help
create 1t. Journalists (such as Robert
Moss of the London based Daily Tele-
graph, who works closely with the far-
right Freedom Association and the CIA-
funded ‘news agency’/research centre, the
Institute of Conflict in London’s Golden
Square) rely for much of their information
not from original investigations, but from
such agencies. For printing, the right
sort of line, this entitles them to the odd
‘exclusive’ and likewise by supplying
confidential ‘bandgound’ information
to a freelance or semi-government contact,
the journalist will ensure that the relation-
ship with the news ‘creators’ is not harm-
ed. This is only the tip of the iceberg and
it goes without saying that direct contact
with journalists of any sort is sheer
collaboration.

murder, sabotage, etc. it was changed in
the hope that the perception of its image
would change too.

WHO’S THE BOSS?

To say that the DGSE/SDECE is a law
unto itself would be an understatement.
In recent years the Secret Service has
come under the nominal control of one
Francois de Grossouvre, and below him
the Ministry of Defence led led by Charles
Hernu. The head of the DGSE is Pierre
Marion, a close friend of Hernu'’s. Marion
was not long in the job before he was
replaced by Admiral Pierre Lacoste, a
former military attache to Raymond
Barre, the former right wing Prime
Minister. Through Lacoste, Mitterand
hoped to gain control over the DGSE,
who have never gained their pre-eminence
since the days of de Gaulle.

It is still very active in Africa, however
where DGSE agents, together with local
mercenaries, undertake counter-insurgency
operations in countries like Chad, Angola,
(Gabon and Tunisia. Like MI5 officers,
DGSE officers, on retirement often take
up posts as ‘security advisors’ for colonial
and ex-colonial governments. This has
recently been the case with Gabon and
New Caledonia.

According to France's right-wing press
the plot against Greenpeace was hatched
initially between a Mitterand aide, Jean-
LLouis Bianco, and the Gaullist leader,
Jacques Chirac. The Gaullists were con-
cerned to frustrate Greenpeace, given

that New Caledonia was under Gaullist
control and it would have been embarrass-

ing for the Gaullist Party had Greenpeace
secured a major propaganda coup.

At the same time it is known that the
two people charged with the bombing in
New Zealand had been closely working
with ex-OAS mercenaries and Front
National agents in New Caledonia in the
months leading up to the attack. Three
men who are thought to have carried out
the planting of the limpet mine are now
in Gabon or about to be transported
there after being safe-housed in France
via New Caledonia.

Another person wanted is a French
woman, now believed to be in Israel, who
is thought to have provided detailed
intelligence to the saboteurs. She played
the role of a Greepeace supporter in order
to win over the confidence of the crew.
From her observations, the bomb should
have blown up when a Greenpeace crew
meeting was taking place, luckily the time
was changed. Unfortunately the photo-
grapher returned on board to try to rescue
photographic equipment after the first
explosion.

WHO GIVES THE ORDERS?

According to the magazine, Le Point,

the man who actually gave the go-ahead
for the operation was General Roger
Emin, deputy head of the DGSE. The
boat used to transport the sabotage crew
came from New Caledonia. The actual
day-to-day planning is thought to have
been undertaken by Colonel Serge Codet,
another DGSE officer.

The two people now facing trial in New
Zealand went under the pseudonyms of
Sophie-Claire Turenge and Alain-Jacques
Turenge, on Swiss passports. She was

based at the DGSE clandestine operations
HQ at Cercottes, near Orleans.

More recently the names of the three
men, moved from France to Gabon are
Eric Audrenc, Raymond Velche and Jean-
Michel Berthelot. Their recruiting agent
is believed to be Rene Dulac, who has
close connections with mercenaries. Dulac
is an old DGSE mercenary who has under-
taken many operations in Africa on behalf
of the SDECE/DGSE.

Again, recently, it has been revealed
that the name of the woman who helped
in advance surveillance and logistics was
a Frederique B (full name not known).

The whole affair has more than a whiff
of ‘Ben Barka’' about it, and might be the
SDECE/DGSE'’s revenge for the way their
part in that affair has been subsequently
portrayed.

BEN BARKA

Ben Barka was to attend the Tricontinent-
al Congress to gain support for an inter-
national campaign against French (and US
US) imperialism. De Gaulle was interested
at that time in expanding French interests
in Africa, by supporting national liberation
struggles.

The CIA had its own plans and saw the
possible assassination of Ben Barka as a
means of embarassing De Gaulle, limiting
his expansionist programme in Africa that
were in competion with their own. It was
also a way to send a warning to national
liberation struggle leaders who were putt-
ing their faith in Ben Barka as a new style
Castro.

In addition the French Secret Service
was plagued with rivalries, with a strong
pro-0 AS faction, despite the purges, who

were eager to discredit De Gaulle, even if
it meant collaborating with the USA ,who
who they despised also.

The head of the Moroccan Intelligence
Oufkin, sought Israeli Intelligence (the
MOSSAD) help in the conspiracy, as well
as the pro-CIA agents in the SDECE.

They needed a bait to draw Ben Barka
to Paris and having achieved that he was
then kidnapped by members of the Joe
Attia gang. Joe Attia was a French under-
world mobster, who began his criminal
career in Corsica and who ended up in a
concentration camp during the War for
working alongside the anti-fascist Maquis.
He was decorated with the Legion of
Honour. In the post-War period he joined
up with mobsters, was imprisoned, then
recruited into the SDECE to seek out
Moroccan insurgents.

Also involved in the kidnapping of
Ben Barka were members of the SDECE
whose loyalties were to OufKin.

Ben Barka was then Killed on the
orders of Marcel Legros, SDECE agent
and associate of Kissinger and Pompidou.
In the end Oufkin was balmed for the
actual murder. It was later established
that Legros was also working for the
CIA

The whole affair was a huge embarass-
ment to De Gaulle and Pompidou reaped
the benefits. Later Pompidou undertook
a clean-up operation, at the request of
the US, to rid SDECE of the Corsican
elements and those elements that were
against the CIA.

The SDECE/DGSE have never forgott-
en the way they were used to US ends.
At the time the left made the most of the
the affair to discredit De Gaulle, but it
seems their day has now come, now that
the DGSE — which has a tendency to
shrug off scandal — has done its worst

once again.

variation In standards, including the
growing trend to worker-owned
homes, how can the anarchists
possibly hope to solve the problem
by reformist measures such as squatt-
INg or even by revolutionary means
that exclude a planned central
government?

A: Squatting does not try to solve
any social problems. It is an attempt
by some people to resolve an immed-
iate personal problem by direct action
and as such Anarchists commend it.
The word ‘reformist’ is meaningless

in this context: it ought to refer to
people who think reforms can alter
fundamental social problems.

It is true the housing problem is
immense, but patterns alter dramatically
within a short space of time. After
the change in social patterns coincid-
ing with each world war housing has
changed — after thefirst because of
the disappearance of cheap domestic
help leading to the abandonment of
large family houses, after the second
because of the break-up of family
patterns in the larger cities. Change is
now coming because parliamentary
legislation has made rented housing
lose its attraction as a means of
speculation,; and because of the
banks and building societies finding
house loans and mortgages an attract-
ive profit-maker. These factors while
having nothing to do with a social
revolution show that the different
patterns of wealth distribution and
access have an obvious effect on how
how many and what sort of houses
get built.

There is no doubt that a social
revolution, without the benefit of
‘planned central government” which
would soon make it no revolution at
all and possibly a worse tyranny,
will face considerable stress for a
few years while people work out
who lives where. It may be that a
new form of squatting — occupying
the richer rather than the unwanted
places — will play its part,; but event-
ually, and sooner rather than later,
an expanded building industry, freed
from financial motivation, plus
commonsense, will see that people
can live where they want to live in
the manner they prefer.
