In an excellent show of solidarity, all 
their eighteen colleagues walked out 
on strike.
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APRIL THIS year will be a signpost 
for the poll tax. Two years ago it 
was introduced in Scotland.

In that time, we’ve seen how corrupt our 
supposed "elected" leaders really are: they 
use sheriff officers, “hooligans in suits”, to 
intimidate people Into paying. They are 
Scotland’s equivalent to bailiffs.

BUT, despite these State bully boys, non­
payment has increased dramatically, In 
spite of contradictory statements In the 
media

fa,

Non-payers are now in the majority In 
Scotland; and this year Glasgow will see a 
rise of 30% in its poll tax - from £342 to 
£4411

DIRECT ACTION
Those who have obediently paid are 

seriously thinking twice as they've watched 
neighbours and friends united In non­
payment. Now they’re beginning not to pay 
either.

Sheriff officers are falling to cany out the 
councils’ dirty work: the majority of 
poindings (seizing and selling off property to 
cover non-payment) have been stopped by 
direct community action.

A handful of poindings have been 
‘successful’ in Glasgow’s Inverclyde area, 
but these were on people who had little 
interest In resistance anyway, and had 
failed to contact their local APTUs, who 
would have turned up in defence.

This is proof positive that the poll tax will 
be defeated by people organised In their 
communities, defending and supporting 
each other.

The number of Scottish independent 
APTUs has increased, boosted by Irregular 
independent forums that by-pass the 
Militant leadership of the All Britain APT 
Federation.

On March 9, there will be a Glasgow 
demonstration to celebrate 2 years’ non­
payment. Another Sheridan/Mllltant white­
wash?....NOT IF WE CAN HELP IT!

‘seven days to pay* notices, - And 
haven’t yet followed them up.

The first time one of these notices 
was delivered, a furious picket of this 
council leader's home took place, with 
him staying terrified Inside.-
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1. When you get wind of the bailiffs get in 
touch with local APTU, friends and 
neighbours - give ’em a welcoming posse 
they’ll never forget.

2. Build up a phone tree, so you can get 
in touch with each other at short notice, to 
mobilise against the bailiffs.

3. If you’re not In, they may well leave a 
note saying when they’ll return: get on the 
‘phone tree/tell your local APTU straight 
away.

4. Bailiffs CANT force their way in. But
make sure you don’t leave doors and 
windows open as the bastards’ll try to get In 
that way! ,

They may legally be able to get In through 
a second door ie when there’s a front door, 
and separate doors to flats. If you have 
young children in the house, tell them not to 
open the door to strangers.

5. Bailiffs can only come in daylight 
hours. Use your local APTU to pressurise 
the Council into publicising when the bailiffs 
are due to come. That way it’s far easier to 
mobilise people outside your home to fend 
them off.

6. Bailiffs can ‘lay claim* to goods that 
belong to you, NOT fixtures and fittings, 
NOT stuff that's on HP etc., and NOT goods 
that you’ve recently sold to a friend for a 
few pence!

7. Bailiffs will ask you to sign an 
agreement to pay a sum by a certain date, 
Including something towards their costs. If 
you sign and they leave your goods, it’s 
called a ‘walking possession'.

If they take them with them, it’s a 'close 
possession’..

8. Once they have one of these 
’possessions', they can forcibly enter your

• •

home and take your goods. BUT It’s 
criminal offence If they remove goods after 
they’ve been laid claim to.

9. So..don't let them enter your home! 
They CANT" get a possession until you’ve 
agreed to what’s yours and what’s not

10. They may try to bullshit you by 
saying they’ve valued your goods by 
looking through the window - this is 
nonsense, it’s THEM panicking!

SINCE THE TORY money-grabbers announced trust status for a number 
of Health Authorities, they have been trying to fool us into thinking that 
taking whole sections out of the NHS would make no difference to the 
service!

Who are they trying to kid! Earlier this month Bristol & Weston Health Authority, which 
"opted out" at the request of a few top managers, and against the wishes of all Its staff, 
said that ALL non-emergency operations would be cancelled till 7th April, which just 
happens to be the first day of the new financial year.

And the reason for this - “we have spent our money for this year, we over budgeted" 
they replied. Not only Is this a diabolical liberty, Its also only half-right. True, the new 
managers, thinking of their “production bonuses" don’t dare to spend a few extra quid, but 
also next years funding for them will be partly assessed by how efficient they are this year.

That was why, on the day war started in the Gulf, whole wards were cleared in local 
hospitals, puzzled staff were told on one hand that they would have at least three days 
notice of expected casualties, and with the next breath told to clear beds "just in case they 
come In suddenly"!

One local hospital, Cosham, which the eager cost-cutters have tried to dose for years, 
had ALL Its patients moved out “to make way for Gulf casualties’ - which never arrived, 
then a few weeks later the Health Authority announced that Cosham was closing “because
It doesn’t have any patients*!!!

"The NHS Is safe In our hands” say the Tories believe that crap, and you’ll 
believe anything!

The only way any one national economy 
can expand is by encroaching upon or 
‘stealing existing markets from It’s 
competitors.

Once consolidated the newly formed 
colonies became both a source of cheap 
labour and raw materials, and a market for 
goods that could not be sold on the 
domestic market.

This became no longer possible later on, 
as there were no such new markets left, the 
major capitalist nations had carved up the 
whole world.

In the past, capitalists were able to avoid 
over-production by expanding beyond 
national boundaries into new markets - 
parts of the world that had pre capitalist 
economies.

This was achieved through colonialism 
whereby the newly developed capitalist 
states literally seized political power by 
force from the native populations.

However, the crises we experience under 
capitalism are quite different - they are 
crises of over-production.

It sounds perverse In a world where two 
thirds of the population have barely enough 
to eat to talk about over-production, but this 
just highlights the depravity and bankruptcy 
of the capitalist system.

History as shown that if this process 
cannot be achieved through market 
superiority or diplomacy, the ruling class is 
prepared to resort to war.

The 'salvation of markets’ has already 
caused two world wars (plus countless 
other smaller wars), causing the slaughter 
of over 70 million workers. The current • • 
conflict in the Gulf is just a more localised 
version of the same thing.

Wars can temporarily overcome the 
problems of over-production. On the one 
hand they eliminate the destroyed country 
from the competition for markets; and on 
the other hand they temporarily transform 
the destroyed country into markets for the 
goods of the victorious countries.

This Is why John Major has been so 
keen to patronise the exiled Kuwaiti ruling 
class - he wants to secure a place for 
Britain in the reconstruction of the Middle 
East to drag his economy out of recession.

AFTER THE WAR in the Gulf, the 
main news story of the moment Is 
the deepening economic recession.

Many high street stores have 
reported a dramatic slump in sales 
over the traditionally busy Christmas 
and New Year period. Bankruptcies 
are increasing at an alarming rate.

Government figures released in February 
revealed that the production of goods and 
services In Britain fell by 0.9% In the last 
quarter of 1990 and 1.3% In the previous 
quarter. This confirmed the fears that the 
British economy Is in the deepest recession 
In ten years.

Both the bosses’ organisation, the 
confederation of British Industry (CBI) and 
the Labour Party have blamed the crisis on 
the high interest rates imposed by the 
Government as part of its ‘war on

AFTER WORLD WAR II
After the second world war, there was 

relatively little difference between either 
victorious or conquered countries. Nearly 
all the big Industrial centres had been hit 
with the notable exception of the USA.

So the period of post-war recon­
struction benefited the USA more than 
anyone else. It made massive Investments 
in Europe and Japan to create a market for 
its goods.

As America’s economy boomed so did 
those of all other major countries. Between 
1952 and 1968 the world capitalist output 
doubled and the US consolidated its 
position as the major economic power in the 
world.

THE RECESSION
For the workers these are hard times 

because a reduction in output means less 
workers are required, unemployment 
increases.

Capitalists mount increasingly brutal 
attacks on their remaining workforce to 
bring down real wages to reduce the cost of 
production and to increase their rate of 
profit.

But It’s not just at work that workers 
suffer. Recession means that the 
Government’s Income through taxes is cut. 
Less production means less profits means 
less tax. More unemployment means no 
tax at all from a growing section of the 
working class!

At the same time the demands for 
Government funds increase due to the cost 
of unemployment benefit, social security, 
and so on.

Raising the rates of taxation only 
Increases the problem as it reduces the 
amount of money in circulation, and 
therefore the demands for goods.
Government is forced to make 
education,healthcare,etc. Making 
for the working class.

END OF THE POST - WAR 
BOOM

By the end of the 1960’s the countries of 
Europe and Japan had once again became 
competitive powers in the world market.

They had completed their period of 
reconstruction and had to start exporting 
more than they imported to continue 
growing. The conditions for over-production• • • • -

WHY DO THEY HAPPEN?
Crises of production are by no means 

unique to capitalist economies. In pre­
capitalist days there were often shortages 
of things like food and water. These were 
usually caused by natural phenomena like 
bad harvests and droughts. Such crises 
are called ‘crises of under-production’.

Inflation’.
Labour Shadow Chancellor, John 

Smith said the recession was a direct 
result of ministers’ ’’wholly Incompetent 
mismanagement’’.

The Tories, on the other hand , blame 
workers demanding inflation-proof wage 
rises pushing up the cost of production.

DESTITUTION
In the end they’re all saying the same 

thing; that recession is a sort of 
’aberration’ in an other-wise smooth­
running system, that can be cured by 
pulling the right economic levers.

The reality, is that, the periodic crisis 
are an inevitable and inescapable 
product of the capitalist system itself. A 
system which, If left unchallenged, will 
drag the human race Into previously 
unknown depths of destitution.

To understand this we have to look at 
why things are produced in capitalist 
society. Basically, the capitalists (the 
people who own and control the means of 
production) only produce things which they 
believe will generate a profit. Human needs 
are not their concern; it is purchasing 
power that they're interested in!

To survive, and continue generating a 
profit, a business is compelled to continually 
expand, to produce more and more goods. 
This is due to the fierce and deadly 
competition created by the capitalist market 
place.

The economies of scale (ie the more you 
produce, the less each product costs - like 
bulk-ordering) brought about by Increasing 
the scale of the production force, that every 
capitalist needs to do , to maximise output 
and remain competitive, and thus in 
business.

However, at no time can they consider 
the limits of the market. The Idea is to 
Increase their share of It, and preferably 
take It over completely.

PROFIT
Therefore It is inevitable that there will be 

more of a particular good produced than 
can be sold at a profit on the market.

Companies have no option but to reduce 
output, even if there Is a need to increase 
production of goods, this does not concern 
the capitalist. What concerns the capitalist 
is whether there Is a profit to be made.

No business, industry or national 
economy exists in isolation, they are all 
linked through the world market.

Therefore, anything that one sector does 
effects all the others. Thus, if production is 
reduced in the car industry, it will reduce the 
demands for goods In other industries, ie. 
tyres, sheet steel, etc.

So, these too will find themselves ’over­
producing’ and cut back accordingly. The 
recession spreads to the producers of raw 
materials, ie rubber, steel, textiles etc, until 
eventually virtually every sector of the 
economy is Nt.

WHAT IS RECESSION?
TO PUT IT SIMPLY, a recession Is 

a fall in the output of goods and 
services.

It can occur In an industry, a national 
economy or - as is more often the case 
these days - the whole world economy. 
Is, to use political jargon, a ’crisis 
production’.

Despite attempts to head off the 

Impending crisis - currency devaluations, 
Increasing and decreasing state 
expenditure - the recession did arrive. 
Industrial production fell by 10% between 
1974 and 1975. International trade 
slumped and millions of workers lost their 
jobs. •

Since the late '60’s the world capitalist 
economy has been in a state of permanent 
crisis. The ruling class will claim, yes, there 
were recessions in 1974 and in 1981, but 
the periods between have been periods of 
growth.

The British ruling class the apparent 
boom during the late eighties as an 
‘economic miracle’.

Yet if you look at it on a world scale the 
picture Is quite different. All that happened 
was that the major capitalist countries found 
way8 of hiding the recession.

They’ve made others pay for the crisis; 
the lowest paid workers In their own 
countries and the destitute people in 
countries on the periphery of capitalism - 
the so-called Third World’.

DEBT
This they achieved through the massive 

use of credit. In order to dispose of their 
goods the major industrialised countries 
have lent money on a huge scale.

To keep the Illusion of economic 
prosperity, the major Industrialised 
countries have given credit to less 
developed countries, so that they’ll buy the 
goods from the West to keep the Western 
economies afloat.

The debts are so large that they can 
never be paid off, giving the lending 
countries even more control over Third 
World economies.

On the domestic front, the growth of 
production has been brought about by a 
consumer boom generated by easier 
access to credit; loans, charge cards, over­
draughts, etc.

At the same time the US , in particular, 
has prevented the world recession by 
embarking on a massive programme of 
arms production, financed by going Into 
debt.

IS THE END NIGH?
If you add up the US’s and the Third 

World's debt, its easy to see that there isn’t 
enough real money to repay them, or even 
pay of the Interest on them.

All is not well In the International 
capitalist economy - maybe this system 
really is on it’s lasts legs. But you can bet, 
that before the ruling classes’ time is up, 
they'll try to bleed us dry. The prospect of 
wage cuts, Inflation,unemployment, etc., all 
mean a massive deterioration in our living 
standards.

A complete collapse of production - 
where output comes to a halt - is always on 
the cards, but is by no means inevitable. 
Unlike certain lefties we do not believe in 
the ’natural’ collapse of capitalism leading 
to newa classless society.

Capitalism will continue AS LONG AS 
WE LET IT! If we are to prevent a total 
deterioration in our quality of life , we have 
only one option - to wage the class war, 
destroy capitalism once and for all and build 
a new world - a world of stability, freedom 
and prosperity for all.

For the working classes of the world the 
choice is simple
