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WELL, SUPRISE, SUPRISE...reported
crimes have soared another 18+% over
the last year to over 14 million. All this
DESPITE the Tories ploughing more and
more of our money into ‘law and order
since 1979.

But what the fuck did they expect!? With
their own social and economic policies
widening the already massive gulf between
the rich flaunting their wealth and pay rises
under our noses, while we and millions of
our class have no chance of a decent job,

seriously expect people NOT to resort to
‘crime’ to make ends meet.

The Law and what constitutes a ‘crime’
are made by the ruling class FOR THEIR
BENEFIT and to maintain ‘order’ for them,
NOT us. To us, what is criminal is that

millions starve, are homeless, and have to
live in disgusting housing conditions, while
a tiny percentage of scum are wallowing in
so much wealth that they don't know what
to do with it all!

Ten years ago, in July 1981, Britain was
rocked by some of the most extensive
rioting seen this century.

Sparked off by the arrest of a black youth
in _ Liverpool, first Toxteth and later, other
inner city areas such as Manchester's Moss
Side, Birmingham's Handsworth and
Chapeltown in Leeds, were in flames.

Local people, no longer prepared to put
up with poverty, unemployment, boredom
and brutal racist policing, FOUGHT BACK.

The authorities saw a preview of what was
to happen: St. Pauls, Bristol, .the year
before: Brixton during the spring - but their

“The idea of uniﬁcgtion is a good one, but European politicians have been trying too hard to appeal to the wooly-headed liberals, and
worse, left-wingers in their Parliaments. You see, we must have the clarity of sight to crush all in our way. | am now free to say these

things and say them | will.”

PICKING
THE SCABS!

AFTER WEEKS OF INDUSTRIAL
ACTION, the 7% pay rise being offered to
Post Office counter staff, doesn't even
beat rent rises, poll tax and inflation: looks

~ like a wage cut!

The union’s bosses refused man-
agements’ offer of 6.8%, and called a
ballot, showing IMMENSE support for strike
action. All well and good so far...

But the Union declared isolated strikes,
with sub-post offices shut and main ones
open in the same part of town. Such token
action, to keep management sweet, is
pointless .

When workers want to strike, there’s sod
all point in trusting Union leadership.
They're- always in the pocket of the boss.
This has been shown time and time again
through our history.

In the postal service, we've seen: the re-
introduction of Sunday collection; tons of
junk mail to deliver; -the sell-off of Giro
Bank: huge jobs losses and bosses being
allowed to pick their own union
representatives! All agreed to by careerist
Union bosses, with stinking, fat salaries.

Postal Workers, like so many other
industries, are sick to the back teeth of the
bosses of their industry AND the bosses of
their unions - We can win our struggles
on our own, without idiots and power-
seekers like them to scab on us.

The situation became so serious that
Thatcher described it the most worrying
days of her premiership. They even
authorised the use of CS gas for the first
time on mainland Britain. |

Willie Whitelaw, the Home Secretary was
not allowed out of his car as it toured the
centre of Liverpool and Michael Heseltine's
safety in the poshest hotel there - The
Adelphi - couldn’'t be guaranteed.

INVASION

In the end the establishment helped
dampen unrest with promises of more
investment, jobs, training and a change in
policing . In reality all the people got were
more trees, a Flower festival in Liverpool
which locals couldn’t afford to get into
anyway, the invasion of middle class
yuppies and UDC’s ( Urban District
Councils, such as Docklands in East
London. ).

Little has changed in these inner city
areas especially for the people who live
there.

Toxteth and Moss Side people have been
left to rot. Unemployment is as high as
before, and the police continue to act as
paid thugs, this time with better equipment
and training. g

The promises of politicians, as always,
have been empty. As long as the anger we
feel is directed at ourselves or other
members of our communities they don't
care a toss.

For this reason we shouldn't forget those
riots of ten years ago - though not all good,
they showed that working class
communities can get together and fight
back against this shit society and the
people who run it.

The events of 10 years ago taught the
authorities many lessons. Think of the
miners strike and Wapping.

WE have lessons to learn, such as that
anger and desperation we often feel should
not be directed at members of our
community but at those who control and
manage our lives:

PIGS IN THE MIDDLE

Reading Class War, together with Hounslow and Hillingdon APTUs, in the West
London area, paid a visit to local bailiffs, Rayner Ferrar, in the rich suburb of lver, Bucks.
Local cops and the bailiffs were well-narked - Supt. Huw said that he was unable to take
sides, and that his mob felt like "pigs in the middle" - too right! He went on to advise the
protestors that they would be nicked if they did what previous 'visitors had already done -

they'd superglued up the bailiffs' car locks!

SUPPORT AND SOLIDARITY

Passers-by showed a lot of support with thumbs-up salutes and honking of car horns.

After a quick chat with us, roadworkers dug up the road in front to hinder bailiffs' comings
and goings: who said solidarity was dead?!

Bailiffs still haven't got into ANYONE'S houses in Houslow, and Rayner Ferrar have had

to pull out of the Borough of Hackney altogether.

dead and buried, we know that Local Councils are sending in their bootboy
bailiffs all over England, with about as little success as they're getting in
Scotland.

The bailiff companies specialise in visiting old or single people, living alone, in the
hope that they can terrorise them into parting with their cash and/or their belongings.

Well IT'S NOT WORKING! People are still resisting the bailifs AND payment in
droves. Local Bailiff Busting groups have been busy and Local Government is up the
creek - arrears in Poll Tax payment has soared in England, following the Scottish

lead.

When the bailiffs do come calling, they're met with a strong response from local anti-
poll tax groups and the community in general.

BUT, while these 'debt collection' companies remain in operation, there's always the
slim chance that they'll manage to get into someone's home.

Just to show these scum that we know who they are, Class War, in association with
a load of local bailiff watch groups and independent APTUs, held a Day of Action on
July 1st, inside and outside of bailiff company offices. The response was amazing,
with members of the public readily joining in. Read on...
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had a boisterous picket of SR Walker's
offices, with 15 members in attendance.

They pasted anti-poll tax posters all over
the inside of the office with a full occupation
of the festering building.

Scuffles with the bailiffs turned into full
fights with our lot getting the upper hand.

An ultimatum was well and truly delivered:

If you're seen on the streets, you will
be smashed with baseball bats - DO
YOt! UNDERSTAND?"

On the day, there was loads of local press
coverage, and attention was drawn to the
fact that these idiot bailiffs had even
smashed down the door of poll tax payers!

Back in 1984, the miner’s strike

was shaking the state.

The Tory government were running
scared, spending millions to smash the
strike. The Labour Party were desperately
trying to distance themselves as much as
possible from the strikers.

All across the country there were
meetings, demonstrations, pickets and
other forms of actions in support of the
miners.

Previously unknown people became
media stars. Roy Lynk achieved his fame
as a leader of the ‘working miners’. At the
end of the strike he, helped by other scabs
and funded by top businessmen, set up the
Union of Democratic Mineworkers
(UDM).

Six years later, Roy was in the news
again. At the FA Cup Final between Spurs
and Nottingham Forest back in May, he was
attacked with bottles and cans by an angry
crowd. As the old saying goes: “we will

never forget the scabs”. But there’s more

to the story than this.

VOLTING ROY

When revolting Roy set up the UDM, he
was hailed as a hero by everyone from
Thatcher to Maxwell.

The creation of the UDM was crucial to
the state’'s strategy to weaken and smash
the strike.

This, added to the deep poverty, brutal
policing and constant misinformation
experienced by the strikers, it is no wonder
that the miners were eventually defeated.

So during the strike Roy was a real hero, a
man who was “standing up against the
thugs” .

Tory MPs praised him. He was the darling
of the newspapers. The ruling class
proclaimed him as a “man of the people”: a
decent, obedient worker who knew his
place in the scheme of things.

NOTHING

But six years later our boy Roy is getting

The reality is straightforward : since 1985,
the UDM have lost 15,000 members as the
Coal Board have continued to close pits
(another broken promise by the bosses).

This is
exactly the same thing that happened after
the miner's strike in 1926: another scab
union ( the * Spencer Union’) was set up,
and then ignored until it collapsed by the
end of the 1930'’s.

sexism pre-dates capitalism - thanks to religion - but, like racism, it is a form of prejudice

promoted by those in power. |
NO CONFUSION

We are taught from an early age to be sexist via education, the media, commercial
culture and all this is reinforced by iegisiaﬁ;ﬂﬁ : i*"&: legal to be sexist!
Why do those in power need sexism? It's that t old chestnut of divide and rule. Sexual
division enables them to split our class whmw&: In the work place or the home.
So what is Class War’s definition of sexism? So there's no confusion here it is:
“Sexism Is the oppression and putting down of women just because we are|
women, Implylng that we are of |lesser Importance than men”.

Biological differences are irrelevant, it is a social
and a political difference. A WOMANS PLACE IS

A few gains have been achieved via the various
womens political movements from the 1900s on:
better healthcare, legalised abortions and
contraception; but these are under threat more now
A T L than they have ever been.

" e L - = The jobs women do are still lower paid and lower

i in status despite equal pay legislation,which is no
great surprise capitalism needs women as cheap
labour.At the end of the day if we got paid the same
as men we would still be no closer to controlling our
lives.

Equality for women can only be achieved as part of a wider social revolution. But it's
important to realise that women will need to organise separately at certain stages of the
class struggle if we are to overcome the discrimination that we face. Let’s get it clear, we
are not talking about female separatism here,we are stating the case for organisation
within our class to enable us to play our part in the wider class struggle. |

We need our own organisations to gain the necessary experience and confidence so
that the struggle does not become a secondary issue that has to wait, as has. painfully
happened in other revolutions.

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AS WE STATED, sexism Is taught to us
via the family, education, religion and
the mass media: through all of these the
state can inject its ideology into our lives so
that we think in their terms and have their
ideals ie their culture.

One of the most effective ways this is

done is via mass media ie newspapers,
magazines, films, TV, music etc.: not only
are they selling us products they are
pushing their prejudices, myths and stereo-
types.
- We aren't saying that people are not
aware of what is going on but it's a constant
bombardment, sometimss subtle,
sometimes totally blatant, when it comes to
sexism

.Women are valued and seen in terms of
their body, their femininity and their ability to
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Advertising is a multi-million pound
industry which makes most of its money by
telling us that everything about us is wrong!

You're either too fat, too thin, wrong hair
colour, too plain, smell, or dress wrong!

Womens bodies are used to sell all types
of products that are not even sexual eg
spanners, washing-up liquid, tyres, spark
plugs, however the people that the
_advertising is aimed at is men - anyone
would think that women never drive cars or
are mechanics.

‘Women characters in films and TV are
usually pathetic images of what titillate most

men: spineless idiots who wouldn't last 10
minutes in real life. However sometimes the
media has thrown out some oddities-
ordinary women that we can identify with.

Here's a list of women who provide a
positive or a negative image of how women
should be.

POSITIVE: Beryl The Peril;, Pat (from
Eastenders); Jodie Foster; Roseanne.

NEGATIVE: Linda Lusardi; Wendy
James; Nancy Reagan; Barbara Cartland.

IMAGES OF WOMEN

It has to be said it was much easier to
come up with many more candidates who

-show women in a negative rather than a

positive way.

What do we mean by this? The good
characteristics shown include
independence, being assertive, and having
a healthy disregard of authority.Whilst the
negative characteristics include blindly

accepting authority, being dependent on

men, or as an object to bought and owned.

In reality, women are rarely like the
negative characters portrayed in the media.
We are aware that we have to fight to
determine our own lives and that it will not
be handed to us on a plate.

Throughout history, working class
womens' voices and identity have been
denied, it's time this changed.

Our struggle is part of the class
struggle, any revolutionary organisation

who denies this Is useless Iin the fight to

build a better world.

psychopaths.

Because occasions of women
perpetrating violence such as stabbings
is relatively rare, it is treated all the
more harshly when it does occur.
Women constitute only 4 % of the
prison population, yet go on to make
up 20 % of patients in Special
Hospitals.

Thls way of dealmg with "wayward"
women has been going on for years,
many working class women prior to the

50’s were interned in mental hospitals
for the ‘crime' of being an unmarried
mother.

What made this even worse is that

many were pregnant as a resultof rape.

It was another way of making what
happened to women their problem,their

responsibility, even rape.
Because many women have been
unable to conform to society’s

expectations, they have been labelled

‘mad”.

It's just another way of medicalising

social problems - 'society is not sick,
therefore it must be you'.

This has been underlined by much of

the mental health industry: desperately

searching for biological explanations for
a variety of psychological conditions

~and ignoring social factors such as

poverty, sexism, heterosexism,
racism efc.

NOT MAD - JUST ANGRY!

Some have been lucky and got out, others

have become so deeply institutionalised '
they are unable to exist on the outside

and stayed in the’care” of mental

hosprtals
Once inside, your class - background

determines your treatment: working
class people are far more likely to be
labelled as depressives etc.

HARSH TREATMENT A
HY NUMBER

Middle class people with money can
afford to go to clinics and to receive

psychotherapy, and if they are really

rich they can afford to have their own
psychiatrist.
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No money means pills, intravenous
drugs with unpleasant side effects and,
in the past, usually ECT treatment.

IT'S A CLASS | E

This is a class issue: if you're rich,
madness becomes eccentricty,
unwanted pregnancies can be dealt
with quietly and efficiently.

Money can resolve such problems
leaving working class people,
particularly women, on the receiving
end. We look forward to the day
when we can incarcerate some of
our class enemiesl!

L. Mailey’s "analysis’ of the situation in
Ireland (CW 47) refuses to recognise the
difference between two forces within the
Irish working class: this is not religion,
Catholic versus Protestant, but pro or anti-
British occupation. To say both sides
should unite is absurd.

It's rather like the old adage: “never mind
the ball, just get on with the game”.

OCCUPIED!

The Protestant element of the Irish
working class have a long, proud tradition of
anti-imperialist, pro-Republican struggle.
Indeed, the the modern, armed Irish
Republican struggle was founded and led
by Protestants in the eighteenth century.

The fact that the majority of Protestants in
the 6 Counties support British occupation is
the result of deliberate manipulation by the
British State, not something inherently
Protestant.

You wouldn’t imagine calling upon, say,
the black youth of Brixton to unite with NF
supporters from London’s East End, unless,
of course, they were no longer in the NF.

The same is true of abstract calls for unity
between the 'Orange’ and the ‘Green’
members of the Irish working class. When
the Oranges drop Loyalism, there WILL be
unity of the class.

You can't simply wish away struggles for
National Independence or try to make
struggles simpler: just class vs. class. We
must look at the conditions of the struggle
that the working class is taking part in, not
just ones we'd prefer that they engaged in.
