The anti-poll tax violence that
has rocked Britain Iin the last
few weeks ranks as the
biggest outbreak of anti-
government anger since the
inner city riots of '81

Right across the Country, from
small market towns.in the so
called "Tory Heartland" to the
large cities, anti-poll tax
demo’s have turned into full
scale riots. As always, the
cops took a right battering at
these riots, and it was really
encouraglng to see that the
crowds were very aware of the
role of the Labour Party in all

this, treating them
accordingly!
Anyhow, Class War, in our

constant search for the truth Is
proud to bring you what has
got to be the most extensive
round up of Poll Tax trouble
you're ever likely to read...

But the first recorded outbreak
of MASS anger was
STROUD (Gloucester), in ear%
February when over 40
people stormed the council
chamber, when they were
trying to set the Poll Tax. The
meeting was stopped, and the
council had to hold another
two weeks later, when the hall

was Besieged by over 1500
people!

When MANCHESTER tried to
set their rate on the 31st
February, the cops had to be
called in to protect the hated
counclllors from a hundred

strong mob who had earlier
occupied the the town halll

Saturday March the 2nd was a

day of massive demo’s in the
west country. In PLYMOUTH
10,000 people marched

The market town  of
SHEPTON MALLET was the

scene of another storming of
the council chamber! A mob
forced their way in and the
councillors fled out the back
door! The 300 strong crowd
the gathered outside and
stoned the cop cars called to
break up the protest! Two cars
were damaged, and five
people were nicked.

The night of March 2nd, saw
widespread trouble all over
England. SWINDON was the
best with over 700 people
storming into the council
chamber, sweeping aside the
cops who were protecting it.
Windows were smashed,
stinkbombs thrown and the
meeting ended in chaos!

abandon its meeting when

over 100 people forced their

way into the chamber and
occupled it. Amid much
pushing and shoving the clerk
was wacked with the mace!

HUDDERSFIELD councll
chamber was also a scene of

trouble with over 200 people

chanting and throwing stuff
down onto the councilllors.

HARINGAY in London, was
the scene of mass trouble on
Monday 6th. Hundreds of
protesters had gathered,
missiles were thrown at the
council bullding and the cops

guarding it. The meeting was

finally abandoned and a few

cops got what was coming to
them.

Council meetings were also
disrupted in WALLASEY and
WALSALL.

BRISTOL did us proud on
Tuesday, with mounted Police
and demonstrators clashing in
baton charges through the
town centre!

"It started as a quiet protest,
filled mainly with workers on
their dinner breaks. Then the
crowd pushed their way
through police lines, and
gathered on the steps of the
council chamber. The cops
reacted with their usual
charm, and a snatch nicked
one bloke at the rear of the
crowd.

This led to a massive mob
charging the snatch squad, in
an attempt to free the man.
The cops were quickly
overwhelmed, one being
kicked unconscious! and the
rest were only saved by
reinforcements arriving. The
bloke the originally arrested
had become a tug-o-war,

with cops pulling his arms and
us his legs, when his trousers
came down we had to call it a

dayl

The crowd swelled as people
left work, mobs charged both
entrances of the Town Hall
and for a while the entrance
Hall was like a bar-room brawl
with hand to hand fighting
going on on as 50 or so cops
and protesters slugged it out!

Running battles with the
police followed as they tried
to guard the council chamber.
Then the 2000 plus strong

crowd turned around and
marched to the town centre.

In WESTON-SUPER-MARE
police fought running battles
as a 1000 strong crowd laid
siege to the council chamber.

Windows were broken in a hall

of rocks and the doors gave
way as the mob forced their
way in. Battles took place In
the corridors, and In the
underground car park another
.group tried to force their way
n.

The meeting was abandoned
for over two hours. Once
police reinforcements arrived,
the crowd raced through
streets and stopped traffic.
Tory councillor John Daws
said "we have been subjected
to mob violence" Ha Ha Ha

NORWICH - Over 100 an(?
rotesters stormed the
all. Several cops were

Injured as they forced their
way Into the chamber, and at
one point, 20 cops had to
barricade the doors with tables
and chairs. Windows were
broken, and the meeting was
abandoned!

MAIDENHEAD - 700
Protesters forced the council
to suspend the meeting, after
they stormed the building!
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BIRMINGHAM - 150 people
stormed into the council
chamber, fighting with the law,
and chucking bottles at the
councillors! The meeting was
suspended whilst the cops

flung a cordon around the
building!

READING - A crowd of 600
laid silege to the council
bullding, banging on windows
and chanting, then they
marched on the police station

to try and to free two men who
were arrested.

GILLINGHAM - 150 people
stopped the council meeting,
gol ce reinforcements had to

e called to clear the public

gallery.

EXETER - Four cops and two
councll sergeants were injured

as they battled with 500
protesters. Food was hurled

from the gallery, the Mayor
was hit by a pasty!

At DERWENTSIDE (Co
Durham) the counclil leader
was forced to say that anyone
not paying wouldn't be
prosecuted after 200 people
marched on the chambers!
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There was also trouble In
LOWESTOFT and DOVER.

NOTTINGHAM councill
chamber was stormed on

Wednesday 7th by locals
dressed as-Robin Hood!

Also on the 7th, pitched
battles at LEEDS Civic Hall as
300 demonstrators laid siege
to the bullding. About 60
managed to force their way In,
and the law spent the next
hour trying to clear the
bullding. Some climbed onto
the roof, and others pelted the

windows with mud! Four
arrests.

NEWCASTLE Civic Centre
was the scene of clashes as
600 people protested. The
public gallery was cleared,
and it took police over 30
minutes to get control.
Outsides the angry crowd

banged on windows and
chanted slogans.

PLYMOUTH - 300 people
protest outside the councll |
bullding, there were 10 arrests
as a mob tried to force their
way In. Windows are broken
and the meeting disrupted.
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The best that night was In
SOUTHAMPTON where 500
people gathered outside the
chamber. But not for long... 27
arrests were made as the
crowd attempted to batter
down the front door!
Barricades were built to
prevent the public gallery
being cleared. Later coppers
are punched and kicked as
they lead away those arrested
through a back doorl!

Also that night, DUDLEY -
200 besiege the council
chamber, eggs thrown at
councillors as they leave the
back way. TELFORD - 3
coppers injured as the mob try
to force their way Into the
council HQ.

Thursday the 9th was the

night when the streets of
HACKNEY became an anti
poll tax battleground.

Smoke bombs were thrown at
the cops along with almost
every missile you could think
of! Beer cans, bottles, bricks,

rocks you name It, the cops
got hit with it!

At its height the whole of the

road outside the town hall was
blocked with running batties
between the police and
rioters, the cops were
described as "like the
Keystone Cops" running all
over the place, and taking a
right battering from the crowd.
Every time they cleared the
square In front of the Town
Hall, people would run through
a nearby pub, out the back

and attack them from the rear!

LOADSA them were injured,
including one porker who had
a brick dropped on her from a
rallway bridge! A copper
caught in the traffic had their
car overturned, and over 60
shops had their stock looted!
including some very nice TV's
from DER rentals, makes you
proud don't it!

The sheer scale of the
violence caught them totally
by surprise, and it took hours
of running street battles
before the cops had the
situation under control.

FINAL SCORE: 30 cops
injured.

Also that night was trouble In

SWINDON (again!l). The 1vu
strong crowd outside the town
hall spent the night lobbing
bottles at the cops,
hospitalising 10! including one
who -had a fag put out on his
face. Ha, Ha, Ha | An effigy of
Thatcher was hung then burnt!

SALISBURY (Wilts) saw 2
coppers

people outside the town hall.

There were seven arrests as
the porkers got pelted.

The following night . saw

'BRIXTON go up in rioting as a

2000 strong mob protested out
side the town hall. Not
wanting a repeat of the night
before in Hackney the cops
turned up by the bus load in
full riot gear. Cops lined up
outside local estate agents
and banks and all the local
business interests shut up
shop early. Roads were closed
by six o'clock so that the cops

could hide their horses around
the corner. And after all this a

The cops were pelted

The crowd marched through
Brixton and set about
tormenting the filth with the
usual array of missiles,
HOLSTEIN PILS won the
Bottle Of The Night award.
Running battles started after a
cop car was over turned and
the occupler beaten up and
the c(rs spent ages charging
around at thin air in the dark

before sealing off great

chunks of the main road and

messing up the pavement with
horse shit.

A crowd regrouped outside the

town hall to face the cops
again, porker bilkes were
turned over and the cops had
a terrible time charﬁlng around
trying to find a mythical "group
trouble makers when every
body was having a fair crack.

The same night 70 peop Ie had
to be thrown out of YORK
town hall after a rowdy anti-
poll tax meeting, and the
council was stopped for an
hour. 120 coppers were
needed to protect SHEFFIELD
council the same night.
Missiles were thrown at the
cops and three were injured.
Over 1000 people were
involved, and mounted
coppers were need to restore
order! One copper sald; "We
had to tolerate stones, brlcks
eggs and red pepper belng
thrown at our officers", shame.
Trouble in ROTHERAM as
well where hundreds of people
disrupted their council

meeting.
MIDSOMER NORTON
(Somerset), was the venue for

a massive 2000 strong march
on Sunday 11th. The mob
marched on the council
(which was already
daubed with slogans) and the
25 coppers guarding It were
pelted with bottles, stones
and rotten fruitl Windows were
broken, and It took three
hours for mounted
reinforcements to arrive and
restore order. An effigy of
Thatcher was lynched and
dragged across the green!

The 13th saw over 45 arrests,
and 6 hospitalised coppers,
when violence erupted at
ISLINGTON, when the council
set thelr rate. A 2000 strong
crowd block the main road and
running battles went on for

hours. -

BATH was the scene of over
1000 anti-poll tax pratesters.
12 arrests were made as the
crowd threw missiles at the
law and burned effigies. 200
cops were need to protect the
council.

COLCHESTER's turn arrived
on the 17th. 500 angry locals
attacked council buildings, the
oll tax office and the local
ory club during an anti-poll
tax march! Jeering Tories in
the Tory club were attacked..
"they chucked anythlng they
could lay their hands on" said
one petrified Tory, "bricks,
eggs, fruit, bottles, it was very
frightening” he sald. Moan,
moan, moan that's all they do!

This was the state of the
protests as we went to press,
sorry If we missed yours, and
remember all this anger is just
the beginning.

With all this people not

paying, there is nothing
they can do unless they
recruit thousands of staff to
chase non-payers, hardly
likelyl The money is in our
pockets, this is the first
thing Maggie as done for
the poorl If you don’t pay,
over the year this cou?ld
mean a holiday, a new tele,
a nice bit of furniture or
whatever. Much better than
giving it to the rich Tory
bastards.

In Scotland the councils
have the power to send
bailiffs round to people’s
houses, and sell their
furniture and stuff to
recover the poll tax. the
blatant thieving is being
implemented by Labour
councils who are grovelling
to their Tory masters. But,
NOT ONE sale has been
carried out, such is the
feeling against the poll tax

and sheriff's officers. In
every case people have
chased the bailiffs away
and have replied with
occupations of bailiffs’
offices.

After a year now, we are
confident that they will get
nothing out of us, the
movement is that big, and
it's growing daily as payers
are seeing non-payers
getting away with it. People
are realising that paying the
poll tax is money down the
drain, instead of in your
pocket. It really makes a
mockery of the Labour
party, whose policy is to let
peoples’ kids run around
barefoot so that they can
afford to pay the tax!

Now with the rest of the UK
joining in, it can only make
us stronger now we all
have common ground.
