remember thdt there are many types of sexual attacks ranging from incest, indec~
ent exposurd. child molesting to gang rape. There are alot of myths concerning

all of theaé crimes, the most often talked zbout is that these are sexual crimes.

It is very important to realize that these are not sex-
ual but violent crimes. These attacks are often excess-—
ivly violent or always carry the threat of violence.

What kind of men feel the need to expose themselves in
-public? Why do fathers molest their own- chlldren?
What spurs teachers ¢u: to homosexually violate young
boys? Why do gangs of youths attack and rape women?
All of these attacks are motivated by the attackers; .
wish to dominate. Rapists and child molesters often
talk about how small and oppressed they feel. Many' of
you will be aware that when rape victims struggle, they
risk having more violence directed toward themself.
This is because of the attackers wish to dominate his
victime He feelgs threatened by her struggles, so his
violence becomes more extreme.
