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A PASSING PHASE <522

Just after the Xmas & new year holidays of '77/'78 during an English lésson at school,
the teacher mentioned, in a very short passage, some of the basic ideas of Marxism.
Though the ideas given were vague and not at all clear, I became interested. So,
naturally I suppose, next time I was in the school library I looked up Karl Marx and
there was a book about him, I forgot who the book was by, but his ideas were put in easy-
~to—understand terms (especially as I was.thirteen & not at all familiar with some of the
political terms). As a result I became ‘very' interested in Marxism, = ,
Although I tried hard to persuade the librarian at the school to get more books on/or
by Marx & Marxism, it seemed that it was impossible for her to do this, recommending me
to the county library in town. So this I didl! | - | ~
When I got to the county library I asked for what I wanted. I got a book on Marx's
sociology & social philosophy and a small pamphlet/book (about 30-40 pages) on ‘anarchy'.
Being the sort of kid who listened to the Sex~Pistols at the time, the word stuck out
in my minds I read the book and found it far more interesting & far more an ideal form
- of system of social structure than Marx's. | | #
As a result of reading these books in classes, my work deteriorated quite a bit -
and a few essays I wrote in English lessons were based very much on Marxism and Anarchism.
Itried very hard to gain access to more literature and failed. Though by accident 1
started reading George Orwell books. Although George Orwell is not really that much in
the line of political literature, things like 'I984!, 'Homage to Catalonia', 'The lion
and the Unicorn' and 'animal farm' are more along the lines of pure socialism, Orwell
himself is remembered for his anarcho-socialist view—points. g
By the end of PFebuary '78 I was reffered to the vear head for the deterioration of
my work, for reading books in classes I shouldn't and for defecing my exercise book covers,
mainly with anarchist/marxist slogans! I was told that if I'didn't improve I would be in
deep trouble!* -~ things didn't improve. A friend a few years older than me gave mec quite
a lot of leaflets & pamphlets obtained at demos etec., (most of which was read in school).
My work didn't improve & now that I'd run cul exercise book cover space Iwrote the slogans
on desks! £ |
By about 4+ way through the 2nd week of March, I was called to see the year head (again).
This time there was a Social Worker (ugh) present. The social worker then 'inerviewed' '-
ne for about 4an houre At the end of this +hour she asked me if I really believed in
anarchism/marxism. I said(being rather ignorant at the time to how evil the statereally
is) _"yes those ideas are far better then trash system we've got!! Her reply was; "thank-you
I'11l see you again soon, bye"(ete). g |
¢ next Friday Iwas introduced to another, this ome was to be my social worker for
the next aix months. For this first meeting we had a sort of gemeral chat. We talked
about allsorts of things that would interest any boy of I3, football, girlfriends,
rock rusic, hobbies & politics(?).(But I asn't interested in any of those things when I
was thirteen! — typist)e. Again I trusted the system and spoke freely about my politics
and ny fast deepening views. A meeting like this would happen again for the next 4-5
fridayse On the last Friday of April I was told that on Monday I would be going to &
Home/school for 5 weeks and the social worker seemed to justify this very well, I believed
every word of the sceial workar, being ignorant of the state system, end thought his justif-
ications for this move were OKa.!! +
At this home we were put into classes of 5. There weke 3 such classes at any one time
and little or no contact was ever made between different classes, We were given normal
lessons, except for the first 30 minutes after dinner when we had 'social studies',
where a variety of political views were taught and we were asked to write an essay giving
our views on that particular political idea. Out of the 4 other 'inmates' 5 did admit
to me that they had read socialist, marxist or anarchist literature and had such views.
(The other 'immate' didn't talk much and never about politics).
 For, the next 3 months after leawing the home I had ta spend 7 an hour every Friday
afternoon talking to my social worker. This time we didn't talk about what interested me,
but what the social,worker thought on how I ought to change my viewse. He kept insisting
that my political ideas were a passing phase, childish and how I ought to be channeling my
energies into more important things, like studying, getting my exam results, and thinking
-about a career etc, etc, etCeece . | |
It took a while to sink in but it became obvious (especially after lseving school and
meeting more victims of HM Social Services) that teachers, social workers are nothing
more than a defence for the state, and when you step out of line they try their best
to boot you back into to line!! And from my early teens, when I listened to the Sex
Pistols, my experiences have told me that they got it wrong: 'mever trust a hippy'should be
