SQUATTERS HAVE BEEN organising 
against Tory plans to rehouse 50,000 
homeless people in cells and cardboard 
boxes.

A Squatters Information Network 
(SIN) has been coordinated by 
Sauatters -.Action for Secure Homes

(SQUASH). The Home Office nas Deen 
picketed weekly, Birmingham Housing 
Action Movement (BHAMj held a week 
of protest, and show squats set up to 
publicise the campaign. In November, 
Class War occupied cottages owned by 
Prince Charles (illegally evicted by 50 
pigs) and an estate agents in Bristol. 
In January, the Squatters Estate 
Agency set up the Anarchist Tearooms 
in Oxford. And in February, SQUASH 
occupied Old Street, down the road 
from Shelter’s London HQ.

Shelter offered no public support 
and squatting was too hot for the 
media to handle during the election. 
The Tory Manifesto showed the ’con­
sultative-’ process to be a sham. It 
claimed that "having consulted widely 
on the subject, we have decided to 
extend the Criminal Law dealing with 
squatting" - three days before the 
consultation period ended on 31st 
March!

Due to the Roundhouse rip-off, 
SQUASH couldn't pay for their phone 
after the April 9th Tory election 
victory. Unable to contact the media 
or coordinate SIN, the Homeless 
Occupiers Project has become the 
campaign's new focus.

The Queen's Speech on May 6th 
means squatting could be banned in 
UK in November. This won't just hit 
squatters. Student and worker staging 
occupations and the millions behind on 
their rent all risk being treated as 
squatters under the new law. Unite 
around HOP and fight back together 
by all means necessary now. Don't 
lunch out, leave it to someone else 
and - as with PIO's in London already 
- getting picked off one by one when 
it's too late in November.

WHAT BOLLOX! Most festie folk bottled out of the Stonehenge land struggle the 
year after the exclusion zone came down in 1989, going to Glastonbury or any­
where else they didn't have to fight for their rights.

This year, everyone's gonna have to cop the shit for their cop-out. The '92 
festie season opened in April with a 4-mile exclusion zone around Hungerford 
Common and cops have been round park-ups serving injunctions on all tne old 
sites for Avon. Soon, our only 'freer space is going to be Pilton, with pigs on 
site, travellers banned and £50 tickets paying for the fence to keep them out.

Lord Spenser wants the '86 Public Order Act strictly enforced (no festie 
bigger than 12 vehicles?) and vehicle checks too. That's before the new Criminal 
Law Act bans squatting (land as well as brick!) in November. So stand your 
ground and fight for your rights now - there isn't anywhere to run to anymore!
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Glasgow and Thames Polys won rent 
and canteen price reductions.

Summoned to a SQUASH meeting, 
Willy X promised ASS £500 of what 
was owed as a "reward" for stopping 
his eviction from site the next day. 
According to SQUASH, he turned up 
with neither money nor summons, 
turned nasty when questioned, ana 
called the cops when ASS defended 
themselves.

As a result, SQUASH got no money 
to fight the forthcoming squat ban ana 
lost their meeting place at Shelter HQ 
due to damage done in the scrap.

CIVILIZATION IS EXPLOITATION

Mass society is too complex to work 
without specialisation. Specialised 
division of labour alienates us from 
each other and creates a heirarchy 
needed to coordinate production. 
Heirarchy divides society into the 
powerful and powerless. Tne powerless 
are treated as'objects to be exploited. 
Exploitation on grounds of class, 
gender, ethnicity and sexual preference 
is intrinsic to mass society. Mass 
society cannot be reformed. It must 
be replaced.,

SMALL IS BEAUTIFUL

Mass society must be replaced with 
communities small enough for each 
person in them to be respected as an 
autonomous individual. In small 
communities, self-determination would 
replace heirarchy. You can’t fight 
mass with mass. If our means and 
ends are to be consistent, we must 
organise in networks of autonomous 
small groups to replace mass society 
with them.

LAND OR DEATH

Mass society alienates people from the 
Earth. By controlling the Earth’s 
resources, the State controls society. 
We must end our dependance on the 
State by taking back the land and 
living self-sufficiently. By re-establish 
ing our relationship with the Earth, we 
undermine the heirarchical thinking 
that is destroying it.

IN 1492, by supporting the Spanish Inquisition's persecution of the Jews, Christ­
opher Columbus started Western 'civilization’s invasion of America. In fifty 
years, 20 million Indians were dead of disease and Christianity, ground under the 
heels of genocidal Conquistadors like Cortes and Pizarro; 'Progress' then deci­
mated indigenous peoples north of the Rio Grande and the slaughter and rape of 
Nature continues fn the south to this day.

HELP SAVE A RAIN FOREST... CHOP DOWN A COUNCIL

Ivor Ichabod reports on the Independant Anti Poll Tax Conference - Saturday 26th October - in Manchester

GLUM A.P.T. ACTIVISTS gathered in 
Manchester for the conference to end 
all conferences - and all brain cells.

The Town Hall, a massive Victorian 
Gothic Folly, could have been the set 
for a 19d0's horror movie. Thick 
curtains shrouded the stage, and 
screens shielded sundry listening 
devices. Portraits of 19 th Century 
Philanthropists glowered down on the 
huddled masses below, while the Grand 
father Clock nearby had stopped at 10 
to 4, reflecting the time warp most of 
those present were in.

Little did we realise until one 
speaker told us that we are part of a 
massive success story of class­
resistance to the Poll Tax. Nobody 
asked why people are still going to 
jail or why this "class-resistance" 
could only muster 92 activists.

But it wasn't all jokes and hilarity. 
Some facts cracked through the self­
reinforcing spiral of decline. Two Poll 
Tax activists had won elections in 
Trelwys and Bedrino and speakers 
hoped for a general placing of APT 
candidates in elections. Electoral 
politics? Oh fuck, here we go again...

Nobody pointed out that these were 
isolated and non-repeatable successes. 

Discussion degenerated into 
opportunity windbags, a series of plugs 

. for the four and twenty brands of 
class-struggle washing powder and 
Marxist rant. Lunch break was voted 
on and reduced to 15 minutes to allow 
this to go on. The delegate from 
Durham Jail, Pensioner Norman Laws 
threatened to set up a party in 
opposition to Kinnock, so the 
Dictatorship of the Proletariat might 
triumph over Kinnock's Thatcherism.

The highlight of the morning was 
two 'council workers' trying to Jower 
contact microphones onto tne window 
panes. This attempt to 'put up Christ­
mas lights' was neither convincing nor 
successful.

Interest in the morning sessions 
ended abruptly when the hungry horde 
of Guild-Socialists, Marxist losers, and 
long forgotten Communists from the 
antediluvian swamps stampeded for the 
food at lunchtime.

Munching veggies, it dawned on us 
that this was tne anti poll tax event 
of the year. The previous Saturday, 
2.000 marched in London demandine

amnesty for nonpayers. After this over 
whelming show of strength, the state 
(so it is said) is considering opening 
concentration camps for non-payers. 
How should the "massive success story 
of class struggle" respond? Why not 
read Militant and Soc Wok as street 
sold outside the venue?'' Or non- 
violently oppose it by chaining oneself 
to the gas-chamber door? You might 
wade through mounds of legal bullshit, 
or join hands and empathise with your 
oppressors... The major fault with the 
thinking in the hail was too much 
emphasis on winning concessions from 
the system or seeking legal remedies, 

. and not enough to empowering people.
We realised the Independant Poll 

Tax movement reflects the crap state 
of 'radical' opposition today. Instead 
of autonomous activity and tne lack of 
our need for Council Bureaucracy, we 
had wandered into a late Victorian 
political time-warp of resolutions, 
committees, amorphous talk of non- 
existant class-struggles. Riots, not 
resolutions, got rid of the poll tax. 
Grass-roots solidarity, and not smoke- 
filled committees are what will enable 
us to continue the fight against it...

140+ assailed Tilbury Docks from the landward side. Main Gate was blocked 
with a 50' inflatable chainsaw and lorries turned away.

They got a stroppy 
reception from the dockers, scabs left over from a 1989 attempt to unionise. A 
forklift trucker attacked a woman from South Downs EF! chained to a pile of 
rainforest wood and another tried to throw a protester from a crane to concrete 
40' below!

Later, Lea Valley EF! used the Sea Action boats upriver from Tilbury at the 
Thames River Crossing near Dartford. As the Queen was opening it at the time, 
the River Police got all irate and rammed them off the river.

LIVERPOOL
The Liverpool action started on February. 27th. 400 EFIers spent two days trying 
to stop the timber ship, Nips, from docking. Simon of Merseyside EF. reports. 
"On the 1st day we stormed the fences, occupied cranes, piles of dead 
rainforest, observation towers and machinery; we hung banners off everything, we 
blocked the busy dock road; and freaked out the police and the press.

The shin failed to come in on the Tuesday, but the demo date was set for 
then by national Friends of the Earth, with the police, before they pulled out...

ROUND ONE!
THE BATTLE for Twyford Down, outside Winchester, began on February 15th. 
Twyford Down Association, Friends of the Earth, Lea Valley and Oxford EF! 
occupied a rail viaduct to prevent it being dynamited so work on the M3 through 
the Down could begin. The old bill biffed them off, but four EF!ers came back 
later chained themselves to the bridge, delaying work three hours.

FoE then set up camp on the water Meadow, an SSSI blocking access to the 
Down, on March 1st. After celebs like Jonnie Porritt bad finished token posing in 
front of the media, the Department of Transport forced FoE off with an injunct­
ion on Friday 13th.
ROUND TWO!!
The FoE camp was replaced by an EF! one on Oliver's Battery by March 20th. 
Before noon next day, 20 EFIers stopped work by occupying site equipment.

Mowlem were still pouring concrete and activists were warded off by some 
broom-wielding psycho. We should have boshed him (no old bill about!) but 
instead blockaded a bridge leading to the site for three hours, until the cement 
truck was forced to dump its loaa before it set inside!

Joined by the TDA, 200+ then staged a Carmageddon action, backing traffic 
up the A303 for miles. As cops re-opened the road with half a dozen arrests, a 
carnival atmosphere ensued and Oxford EF! tried flooding the Water Meadow to 
bog down destruction there.

Fearing Mowlem would make up lost time on Sunday, someone trashed site 
equipment that night. Shocked at direct action, FoE claimed sabotage would 
alienate locals. They're in for a surprise if cops ever catch the sabs...
ROUND THREE???
EF! were banking on a Labour election victory to stop work at Twyford. Local 
MP, Minister for Roads Chris Chope, did lose his seat, found all his councillors 
going independant (unprecidented since the 1989 W. Oxfordshire poll tax revolt), 
and got a bit of bareknuckle class justice off one of his constituents. But the

WALK IN, LOCK ON, WALK OUT
AFTER HASSLING ships and DIY stores for the rainforest connection, Oxford EF! 
turned their fire on tropical timber importers, Timbmet of Cumnor. Mahogany 
traded through Timbet is stolen from Brazilian Indians or illegally exported from 
the Philippines. The Arara, contacted only in 1987, will be lucky to see the Year 
2000 thanx to yuppy cravings for posh bog seats!

On International Tropical Timber Day, May 11th, 200+ EFIers from across UK 
hit Timbmet at dawn. They swamped cops at its gates and sealed them with bike 
locks. The workers had to climb a fence to clock on!

Inside EFIers locked on to equipment and a 'Rainforest Not Toilet Seats* 
banner hung from a warehouse. Manager. Dan Kemp, broke up an EF! v. Timb­
met workers football match to order work started at 10am.

Hand-loading trucks was impossible - someone 'lost' all the stock labels, 
timber was jumbled, and EFIers sat on any pallets they started building. Even 
office work stopped due to a phone/fax blockade and post being stoppea at the 
gates by the blockade. Earth Liberation Fronters toured Timbmet 'losing' truck 
ignition keys, puttying locks and fouling management's car petrol tanks.

Kemp had to agree an early end to work with Oxford EF!s Davey Garland by 
2pm - at full pay. Workers went home through cheering EFIers and under Green 
Anarchist and Class War flags flying from the flagpoles at the Main Gate.

A battle is won, but the war goes on. Timbmet has works on Cumnor Hill 
outside Oxford, at Witney in Oxfordshire and on Wood Lane, Rochdale. Readers 
will, no doubt, know what to do to them...

George French states his case against ecotage
MONKEY WRENCHING is the eco-terraist response to the 
rape of the Earth. It includes such activities as vandalising 
machinery, blowing up dams and spiking trees to prevent 
logging. The theory and practice of monkey wrenching has a 
mixed ancestry. It includes Luddism, the anti-Vietnam 
protest movement and Greenpeace. The eco-terraist is 
dedicated to the overthrow of the western 'world-view* 
which mistakenly claims that the rape of the earth is 
natural and inevitable.

There are a number of problems with monkey wrenching 
that seem to get pasted over by the enthusiasm and satis­
faction such actions can generate. Close examination of 
these problems bring into question the arguments in favour 
of monkey wrenching as currently practiced. Rather than 
helping to dismantle the dominant paradigm monkey 

wrenching only sustains and reproduces it.
The first problem is that the use of aggression and 

violence is seen as legitimate. Yet the eco-terraist world 
view is about the end of human violence and the break out 
of peace. Eco-centric development can be measured by the 
degree to which it reduces human aggression and increases 
compassion. In this context every act of aggression and 
violence undertaken by eco-terraists merely adds to the sum 
of such acts already happening around the globe. Hating the 
dominant paradigm and wanting to give it a real kick in the 
teeth merely adds to the monumental amount of hate that 
already exists. t t

A -second problem with eco-terraism is that it is reactive 
rather than proactive. The military-industrial-capitalist 
complex decides which bit of the earth it will next rape and

the eco-terraist scuttles off in pursuit. It results m the 
dominant forces setting the agenda while eco-terraists must 
act and think on the hoof. This reactive element means that 
eco-terraism can be accomadated within the dominant ideo­
logy. Logging machines threatened with destruction can be 
insured, thereby propping up the money market which feeds 
on destruction. The replacement logging machines involve 
yet more industrial production, which brings about yet more 
rape of the earth.

A third problem with ecoterraism gravitates around the 
populist act of spiking trees to prevent their logging, and 
the ecocentric notion that trees, like all living things, have 
inviolable rights. Hammering home large bits of metal into 
trees undoubtedly invades their rights but is justified by 
arguing that it is better to be spiked than logged. The 
eco-terraist claims that the means justifies the end or 
consequential values must dominate deontological values. 
But is th? eco-terraist not supposed to be opposed to 
means/end way of thinking in the west. The spiking of trees 
is legitimised in the same way the allies justified the 
saturation bombing of Dresden, Hiroshima and Nagasaki. In 
sum, bad actions may need to be commited in order to 
secure a just end. I think such an argument leads down the 
well worn road to fascism.

The final reason why monkey wrenching drives me nuts is 
that it traps one in tne dominant world view. Rather than 
realizing and articulating a new ecocentric 'form of life' - 
which must be incommensurate with existing 'reality' - eco 
terraists pore over logging machines in order to discover the 
best way to disable it. They scan the media and planning

applications for new signs of earth abuse when they should 
be creating a new reality. In consequence eco-terraists have 

? an anti’ reputation in the sense that they seem to know 
what they don't like but are very vague on the specifics of 
a new paradigm. Eco-terraism may have a nominal impact 
on the material rape of the earth but fails to subvert the 
psychic forces which precipitate it.

But all is not lost because any eco-terraist worth her 
salt knows that a 'settlement with nature* consists of global 
reforestation with humans living in anarcho-communalist 
woodland cultures. In this context the truly radical act is 
the planting of trees. Trees are the cutting edge of 
ecological and social transformation. Global reforestation 
will heal the earth, secure the well-being of future gener­
ations and bring to an end the Malthusian notion of scarcity.

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GEORGE'S VISION of a settlement with nature through the 
retribalisation and reforestation of the Earth is consistent 
with GA's goals. Only small communities can organise them­
selves free of heirarchy and silvaculture is the best means 
for these communities to achieve the self-sufficiency needed 
to maintain their decision-making autonomy.

But ethics aren't relevant to a biocentric perspective - 
morality is uniquely human - and an ethic of nonviolence 
isn't directly relevant to green anarchist means and ends. 
The dominant ideology - that a heirarchy of being exists, 
with those at the top having an inalienable right to exploit 
those beneath them - legitimises the State's monopoly of 
violence and the State in turn maintains the dominant 
ideology through its laws and the means available to it to 
incalcate and enforce them. By empowering ourselves, we 
reduce the State's rationale for existance. Our goal is the 
autonomous existance of all beings, our means are by super­
ceding the power monopolies that prevent this.

It's simplistic, however, to argue that the State does not 
set the agenda. Tree planters risk being treated as tres- 
Eassers ana their trees, once grown on another's land, risk 
eing turned into timber to the profit of the landowner. If 

tree planters challenge the dominant ideology, they engage 
in a power struggle with the heirarchy. Their actions are as 
"reactive" to the destruction of the Earth as others using 
different resistance tactic?, and are as illegitimate in the 
eyes of the State. _ . .

Defending trees already grown and integrated into the 
existing ecosystem is at least as important as planting more. 
Tree hugging and sitting are more likely to play a role in 
ecological resistance in UK than spiking - most trees in this 
country are destroyed because they stand in the way of 
'progress and development' rather than for timber - but the 
practice itself has been unfairly maligned in the past and 
should be defended. .. . .

Unless copper spikes - which poison trees - are used.

they suffer no harm. It's pretty anthropomorphic to think a 
tree - which has no nervous system - experiences spiking as 
a human being would and hysterical to equate this necessary 
'vacccination* with fascism, carpet bombing an open city or 
nuclear attack!

Sea Shepherd captain Paul Watson wrote to Earth First! 
Journal last year claiming to have invented the technique in 
the early-1980s. Anyone who has read Ecodefense knows 
that spikes should be hammered in above head-height and an 
anonymous claim of responsibility made afterwards. The idea 
is to stop logging, not injure loggers. In over a decade of 
spiking, EF! has never injured anyone. Such 'area denial' 
can't be insured against and many thousands of acres of old 
growth forest have been saved from the sawmill by it. As 
the ALF have shown, wholesale economic sabotage doesn't 
prop up the banks at no cost to tire exploiter anyway - the 
fur trade was crushed and the Dewhurst chain is being 
smashed by such tactics as a result in the rising costs of 
security and insurance premiums.

The decision to drop tree spiking in the 1990 Redwoods 
Summer campaign was made for specific, local reasons. The 
California Redwoods covered a small area patrolled by 
trigger-happy maniacs and owned by timber companies who 
didn't give a shit for the safety of sawmill workers. The 
false equation between Foremanism and tree spiking is 
shown up by Live Wild Or Die! continuing to advocate such 
taptics where Californian-type conditions do not apply. As 
anarchists, they rightly argue direct action is always more 
empowering than lobbying with your arse.

As of this April's Brighton Gathering, EFIUK has decided 
to confine itself to civil disobedience, to attract numbers 
and publicise their case. It falls to the Earth Liberation 
Front to directly intervene where they cannot. EF!UK will 
publically "neither condemn nor condone" the ELF. Direct 
action is needed' to create a free society in harmony with 
nature, so why not follow EFiUK's example?

This slick scrapbook of cuttings from 
Class War charts its history since it 
first got together in 1984.

They say Class War "reported the 
great eruptions but the paper was full 
of snippets about everyday struggle 
too". The articles reproduced in

•GREEN RAGE: RADICAL ENVIRO- 
MENTALISM AND THE UNMASKING 
OF CIVILIZATION’ BY CHRIS MANES. 
LITTLE, BROWN 8 CO, 1990. 291pp, 
£6.95.
As an energetic inside history of Earth 
First! and an expose of reformism 
within the US enviromental movement. 
Green Rage has much to recommend 
it. Unfortunately, under the pseudonyn 
•Mis Anthropy', its author made the 
cretinous comments about AIDSc as 
Earth's cure for Third World 'over­
population’ in the Earth First! Journal 
that led to the 1990 split. As such, he 
doesn’t give Judi Bari and other 
organisers of Redwood Summer the 
credit they deserve.

Manes effectively attacks techno­
cracy and advocates the retribalisation 
of society, but his responses to Book­
chin and Bradford’s critiques of deep 
ecology following his EF! Journal 
comments are moronic. Consequently, 
resisting wilderness destruction matters 
more to Manes than resisting the 
civilization destroying it - mass rioting 
by German anti-nuke activists is 
dismissed because they don't "have a 
natural landscape to defend".

A fine book for ’radical enviro- 
mentalists', but not so fine for 
revolutionaries...

Decade Of Disorder are all written in 
the unsubtle Class War style we know 
and love, but apart from stuff on the 
poll tax, Strangeways, the Gulf War 
and Penn Wood, it all dates from 
before 1986! The only recent “snippet" 
was a call to pull the plug on hospi­
talised copper, Sir Peter Imbert.

What we want to ask is 'Has the 
heart gone out of Class War?' There 
was a time when the only apology CW 
made about hositalised coppers was 
that "we can[t] fill the whole paper 
with them". Now we've got to wade 
through a double-paee centre spread 
asking "Why Violence?".

Decade Of Disorder ends with a 
rather perfunctory section on fascism; 
racism and sexism (and with no 
mention of patriarchy or hetero­
sexism!) - ana a couple of pages on 
Class War Now. Boasting about 
membership schemes, Fed regulations, 
sticker ana paper sales is some call to 
arms! Come off it, guys - get back to 
your roots and get stuck in!

'CHILDREN IN SOCIETY' BY STEPHEN 
CULLEN. £1.20 FROM FREEDOM 
PRESS. 143pp.

Part of the Freedom Press Anarchist 
Discussion Series, its a well-written 
booklet on a libertarian criticism of 
how society as a whole 'moulds’ its 
children.

The first chapter, Children and 
Parents, discusses now raising a child 
to a timetable disciplines the child 
from the cradle and snows how a child 
has no real voice or right in society 
when it can be smacked or hit by an 
adult and no-one cares.

The second chapter is on school, 
where the so-called education is just 
to create cogs - for industrial society 
and not people, with 'efficiency' being 
its measure. School children again live 
by rigid timetables and patterdns with 
information being rammed into them. 
Schooling for the child is a painful 
process.

3 covers health care, suicide, 
anorexia and depression due to role 
models created by the press and 
individuality is destroyed by schools. It 
points to the dangers of additives and 
pesticides on the child.

Children And Market covers 
marketting for the young and how it 
destroys the individual and their

OTHER USES FOR CHAINS• ‘ • * 
Wanna be a one-person Carmaggedhon 
campaign? Then start turning your 
chains Into caltrops.

What you need to do is to get 
gloves, a pair of boltcroppers, a length 
of narrow-link chain and fuse wire. 
Put on the gloves and wipe down your 
equipment to remove prints. Cut the 
chain up into four-link lengths. Then 
cut the fuse wire across diagonally 
into short length, so each length ends 
in sharp points. Twist two lengths of 
fuse wire onto each link, making sure 
each end finishes at a 90 degree angle 
from the other. Whichever way the 
finished caltrop falls, at least one 
spike with face upwards.

This way you can produce dozens of 
caltrops an hour without resorting to a 
welding torch. Each is capable of 
puncturing a tyre if the vehicle is 
travelling at speed. 20 or 30 are more 
than enough to make a major ?road 
unpassable. Do be careful about 
throwing them into speeding traffic 
though. You wouldn’t want to cause a 
multiple pile-up, would you...?

CALCIUM CARBIDE
This stuff used to be used fof bike 
lights - check around to specialist; 
shops to see if it still is or see your, 
local chemistry, supplier.

When added to water, it produces 
aicetyline, a highly reactive neavier- 
than-air gas. One spark and BOOM!!!

Obviously, you’ve got to use your 
common sense before you use this 
stuff. People could get killed if you

just dump' it into car radiators or 
down bogs where folk are likely to go 
chucking lighted ciggie butts on tne 
floor.

-Probably a better idea is to use a 
candle or incense stick as a timing 
device - as a heavier-than-air gas, 
acetyline flows downhill like water.
